Like a good neighbor. State Farm is there. 
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Many of the homes in the BRNA 
area are over 50 years old.   Some are 
even a century old. . Over the past 
three months, firefighters in Omaha 
have responded to 54 fires and that©s 
25-percent more than the number we 
had seen by this time last year.  
Officials with the American Red 
Cross say the number of fires since 

January is outpacing the five-year average.   Firefighters 
aren©t sure why this is happening but they say one common 
source of fires continues to be a problem.  Electricians say 
the problem they see today in older homes is that we©re 
plugging more and more appliances into increasingly older 
electrical systems. 
 
Back in the 1930s and 1940s, homeowners didn©t have 
nearly the electrical appliances we have today and the 
wiring often wasn©t made to handle today©s loads. Push too 
far and you©ll put yourself in danger.  This type of fire is 
usually avoidable but electrical fires are all too common. In 
fact there are approximately 39,000 of them in the U.S. 
every year.  In the wintertime it©s especially not uncommon 
because people are in their houses more. They©re using more 
electrical appliances. They©re using more current.  That©s 
especially true with appliances like space heaters. When 
wiring isn©t hooked up correctly, it can heat up and cause big 
problems. 
 
Unlike today©s homes that have outlets every 12 feet, older 
homes often have only one or two per room. That can lead 
to homeowners piling up electronics on a single outlet.  The 
real danger comes when homeowners install circuit breakers 
or fuses that are too large. That can cause the wiring to 
overheat, especially if it©s older and deteriorated.  That wire 
gets so hot it will actually start to break down the insulation 
and it could actually break apart. 
 
When it comes to outlets, even newer homes can have 
problems. When you push a plug into an outlet experts say 
you should feel some resistance. If you don©t, the outlet is at 
risk of overheating and causing a fire. It should be replaced. 
Flickering lights are also signs that you have a potentially 
dangerous electrical problem. Electricians say, even without 
problems, you should have your home©s electrical systems 
inspected every 20 years. 
 
We have had fire incidents in our BRNA area due to 
electrical problems.  So check your house’s electrical 
system regularly and watch out for any irregularities in 
power.

A speed bump may be installed on 39th 
Avenue between F & H Street due to 
the efforts of BRNA members Mary 
Bojanski and Barb and Donald 

O’Connor.  Mary began by making a few calls and then 
went around her block between H and I with a petition.  
Barb and Donald expanded the petition drive into their block 
between I and F Street.  The petitions were presented and 
Mary received a letter saying it was accepted. A survey of 
the area still needs to be taken to measure speeds and car 
counts. 
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A number of BRNA people have had 
concerns about speeders on the streets near 
their homes.  There is now another outlet for 
people with ideas on improving streets and 
highways in the Omaha metro.  The metro 

area’s planning agency is updating its long-range 
transportation plan and is asking the public to fill out a 
survey.  The Metropolitan Area Planning Agency survey 
gives the public a chance to rate satisfaction with streets, 
sidewalks, intersections, bus routes and other transportation 
issues 
The survey also has some open-ended questions, including 
one where people can recommend three top transportation 
projects.

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The old Robbins School on 39th and I Street was once a 
vibrant part in the lives of the children in our area.  It was 
constructed in 1910. An addition was added in 1916.   It was 
called the Robbins-Franklin School and was significant for 
its contribution to the educational system of South Omaha 
and served residents of a newly established and growing 
Polish immigrant population.  It replaced another public 
school that was located at 33rd and K when the population 
grew westward.  (That school was bought by St. Francis 
Church and served as their parish school until 1954.)  
Robbins became part of the Omaha School system when the 
city of South Omaha was annexed.�
The building was built in the Neo-Classical Revival style of 
architecture and is listed on the Nebraska National Register 
of Buildings.  It was closed in the 1990’s, no longer to have 
the echoing of children’s voices throughout the hallways.  Its 
name was carried to the new Ashland/Robbins School 
located off of Q.   Today the old building is known as 
Robbins School Apartments  with 21 units.  Rehabilitation 
converted the former school into rental residential use in 
2000. 
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Pulaski Park’s beautification plans are in the works.  First, 
we need a formal plan before the city will allow any major 
work to be done.   MetroTech has offered to help with 
landscape designing next semester by their staff and 
students. 
Meanwhile, we need to know who is willing to do some 
clean-up and gardening at the park this year.   BRNA has 
officially adopted Pulaski and we need to put in some 
maintenance labor into the park to show the city that we are 
indeed beautifying the park.   Picking up litter in the park 
during a nice warm day walk counts as time invested.   So 
keep track of any time you spend at the park.  Also, let us 
know of anyone else who is putting any effort in 
maintenance.
