We have to give thanks to this group for their efforts in
helping create a better environment for our area.

About 25 years ago, a group of concerned and frustrated
citizens formed an organization to help deal with the odors
coming from the area’s packing houses and rendering
plants. By the late 1970's, odors from these poorly
regulated plants and from illegal dumping practices had
caused residents to become physically sick. Joseph and
Antoinette Wasikowski, along with Mrs. Frances
Chlebinski and many others, formed the L & H Action
Group and took their grievances to the city council and
even to the state house. It wasn't aways easy getting the
authorities to listen to their complaints. They asked for
tighter control of odors from the truckers and the

businesses in the area. They, themselves, would stop
uncovered debris trucks and remind them of city codes.
They helped established the SOETF (South Omaha
Environmental Task Force) in order to meet with the
businesses so that problems could be deat with and
solved. They aso fought and won rezoning of the land on
which their homes were built.

SOETF stands for “ South Omaha Environmental Task
Force’. This important organization meets about four
times during the year. It is headed by Senator Preister.
The Senator brings together many of the businesses around
our area, aong with the police, state patrol, Councilman
Gernandt and servera involved citizens to a meeting at
Metro Tech. The last meeting was held on June 9"
Senator Preister opened the meeting with its main goal —
“We are here to talk, not to blame. We are here to identify
problems and seek solutions.”

Here are some tips for
mosquitoes:

avoiding

- Mosquitoes are attracted to things
that remind them of nectar or
mammal flesh. When outdoors,
wear light clothing that covers most
of the body, keeping as much skin
and hair covered as practical. Avoid
bright, flora colors. Khaki, beige,
and olive have no particular
attraction for mosquitoes.

- They are also attracted by some
body odors, and for this reason they
choose some individuals over others
in a crowd. Avoid fragrances in
soaps, shampoos, and lotions.

- Many species of mosquito prefer
biting from dusk until dawn. The
problem is worse when the weather
is hot or humid. Avoid playing
outdoors during the peak biting
timesin your area.

- Citrondlla candles may be useful
when your children are playing
outside.

- Try to stay away from still water.
Empty any containers of sitting
water, such as birdbaths or non-
draining rain pipes. Mosquito breed
in water. In the case of birdbaths,

- The Centers for Disease Control and

Prevention (CDC) recommends
using an insect repellent on exposed
areas of skin. The most effective
compound is DEET, an ingredient
in most insect repellents. However,
insect repellents containing DEET
should be wused sparingly on
children. The CDC has recently
stated that repellents containing the
chemical picaridin or the oil of
lemon eucalyptus offer "long-lasting
protection against mosquito bites,"
adding that repellents with DEET
remain on the agency®
recommendation list.

- Don® apply insect repellent under

clothes, or too much of the toxic
substance may be absorbed. Also,
avoid applying repellent to portions
of the hands that are likely to come
in contact with the eyes and mouth.

- Pediatric insect repellents with only

6-10% DEET are available.

- For greater protection, clothing and

mosquito nets can be soaked in or
sprayed with permethrin, which is
an insect repellent licensed for use
on clothing. If applied according to
the directions, permethrin will repel
