Some BRNA members had proposed a
community effort to help our area in
disposing of household hazardous
waste. It was suggested that several
individuals with trucks could take turns
delivering the waste to the above
location every so often. But the
collection facility authorities do not
recommend this. They feel they need
more control over who is delivering the
waste and its source.
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Representatives from Project Extra
Mile and MADD (Mothers Against
Drunk Drivers) gave enlightening
presentations at BRNA's May meeting.

Ruth Cruz from MADD
spoke first about the many
victims of drunk drivers.
She had a picture display
board of many of the
victims and her stories of few touch the
hearts of those present. So many were
young and just beginning their lives
when struck down by drunk drivers.
One statistic that is shocking is that
there have been four times as many
deaths caused by drunk drivers than al
the wars combined in the last 100
years. Ruth said that alcohol also
causes permanent brain damage. Kids
who start drinking early will have the
brain of a 70 year old by the time they
reach 40 years of age.

Project Extra Mile's representative,
Diane Riibe, spoke about her
organization’s work in the prevention
of drinking by adolescences. Their
current goals include an environmental
prevention or an attempt to change
society’ s mind-set concerning drinking.
People often mimic the world around
them and by changing society’s casual
acceptance of acohol, maybe young
people wouldn’t be drawn to it.

She also talked about how adolescent
minds are  affected by alcohol
differently. They do not get as sleepy
as an adult brain does after drinking,
and therefore may drink more, even to
the extent of death. 1700 high school
children die every year from just over
drinking.

Diane aso pointed out that Nebraska is
second in the nation for kids driving
with a drunk driver and third in the
nation for kids driving and drinking.
Today's youth have more money and
time on their hands compared to prior
generations. This also may lead to bad
habits.

Omaha Police are great leaders in the
area of preventing adolescent drinking.
They monitor stores who sell acohal,
checking to see if any sell to underage
customers.  Unfortunately, there are
many adults, and even parents, who
buy alcohal for children. Society must
become aware of the problem and
understand its ramifications.

Originally constructed in 1910 as the
Franklin School, and addition to
increase classroom space occurred in
1919. The building is primarily brick,
and utilizes a decorative limestone trim
on the exterior fagade.

The name of the school was changed to
Robbins in 1928 to memariadize two
heroic Omaha boys. The boys had run
into their burning home to rescue their
invalid mother, resulting in the death
of one of them in the fire. The other
was killed a year later in a sledding
accident. Robbins School closed in
1994, and in the late 1990’ s was totally
renovated for use as a residential
apartment building. The elegant and
historic fagade has been retained.

If you have some old photos or
memories about the old Raobbins
School or any other place in our area,
please contact us!

A bump was placed on 36" Street
north of the interstate bridge about two
months ago.

BRNA'’s president, Rebecca Patlan, has
been in contact with a Burlington
Railroad representative to help solve
the weed problem along Burlington
Avenue from F Street northward. This
areais owned by the railroad company.

It is
wooded part way and could be turned
into an attractive neighborhood feature.

There were no smoke detectors back in
1920's when the Robbins boy died in
the house fire. We are luckier today.
But we must maintain the detectors,
otherwise they are useless. Here are a
few hints from the Omaha Fire
Department:

Because smoke rises, mount detectors
high on the wall or on the ceiling.
Wall-mounted units should be mounted
so that the top of the detector is 4 to 12
inches from the ceiling. A ceiling-
mounted detector should be attached at
least 4 inches from the nearest wall. In
a room with a pitched ceiling, mount
the detector at or near the ceilings
highest point.

In stairways with no doors at the top or
bottom, position smoke detectors
anywhere in the path of smoke moving
up the dtairs. But aways position
smoke detectors at the bottom of closed
stairways, such as those leading to the
basement, because dead air trapped
near the door at the top of a stairway
could prevent smoke from reaching a
detector located at the top.

Don't install a smoke detector too near
a window, door, or forced-air register
where drafts could interfere with the
detectors operation.

Some other hints:
Only a functioning smoke detector
can protect you.
Never disable a detector by
"borrowing" its battery for another
use.
Following manufacturer’s
instructions, test al your smoke
detectors monthly and install new
batteries at least once a year. A
good reminder is when you change
your clocks in the spring or fal:
change your clock, change your
battery.
Clean your smoke detectors using a
vacuum cleaner without removing
the detectors cover.
Never paint a smoke detector.
Smoke detectors don't last forever.
Replace any smoke detector that is
more than 10 years old.

The Omaha Fire Department will
come to your home and install free
smoke detectors. BRNA’s Fire
Station is #33 on 42" Street, north of
Grover. Call 444-5733.
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If you are having a neighborhood
problem, calling one of the numbers
listed on our web page or in this
newsletter does work! Many of the
streets in our area were resurfaced
recently, but not 34™ Street between
Fand D. Itisin poor condition
and is often prone to dozens of
chuckholes. A call to 444-4919
resulted in a chuckhole repair within

days!

SO, KEEP CALLING! WE
NEED TO HAVE A STRONG

Remember, 444-4919 is operated 24
hours a day. Call immediately if you
have any environmental problem such
as bad smells, factory noise or
especialy if you see waste from the
packing houses nearby.
