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Remember, starting this month
you can go online and check out your
credit report for free! Congress has
ordered the three main nationa credit
bureaus to provide one free report a
year to millions of Americans.
Starting this month, Nebraskans can go
to www.annualcreditreport.com to
check their reports. Now, consumers
will be able to get a free credit report
from each agency each year. The
initiative is part of an effort to cut
down on identity fraud by making it
easier to spot. Once you have the
report, you need to look for the things
that you don® recognize. If you@e
looking at your file and you see an
account, for example, for a Rich®card,
if you®e never shopped a Rich®
never had a Rich®card, then obviously
that would concern you. Remember,
credit counselors estimate that 80
percent of all credit reports contain at
least one mistake.

The free credit reports come as a
result of the Fair and Accurate Credit
Transactions Act. Under the Act, the
three magjor credit reporting agencies,
Equifax, TransUnion, and Experian,

Library Fines
Omaha Public Library users with accrued fines and overdue
materials will receive a notice in their mailbox with a fair
warning to square up or contend with a professiona debt
collection agency. Notices will be delivered this week, and
the debt collection policy will go into effect March 1%,

Library cardholders with over $25.00 in fines and fees who
do not pay or arrange a payment plan will risk losing library
privileges and having their account turned over to a debt
collection agency. An additional $10 collection fee will be
added to their debt.

More than 16,000 people (over 10% of registered
borrowers) will receive a letter notifying them to return
books and pay fines.

When people check out materials and do not return them,
they are preventing others from using important resources.

Lost materials cost citizens unnecessary tax dollars and
prevent others from enjoying those books and materials.

Omaha Public Library is willing to work with borrowers to
set up a comfortable payment plan if fines cannot be paid in
full. "Sometimes it® tough for busy families to make
returning library materials a priority." Library Director
Rivkah Sass said. "But neglectful borrowers cost the library
and taxpayers thousands upon thousands of dollars.”
