level had never been a problem. While
this humming noise could be heard for
blocks, it was most noticeable along
33% and 34" streets due to the
geological location of the dreets.
These streets are at the top of the hill
facing the mills.  Until recently, it was
heard 24 hours aday, 7 days aweek. It
was loud enough and at such a pitch
that it could be heard inside some
homes, even with all the windows shut.

Thanks to the efforts of BRNA'’s
president, Rebecca Patlan and Senator
Don Preister, the mill is now aware of
the problem. Rebecca mentioned the
problem to the Senator at the SOETF
meeting and he immediately contacted
the mill.  The Senator had Rebecca
speak to Nebraska Flour Mills
representative, Travis Kapusta. Mr.
Kapusta responded in a positive
manner. He promptly investigated the
noise, identified the problem and
started working on the solution. The
mill is in the process of doing some
adjustments to quiet the piece of
equipment down and to ensure that it is
shut down when not in use. They have
ordered some parts and will notify
Rebecca when the job is completed.
Residents have aready noticed a big
difference.

Senator Preister has now included the
mill’s representative as part of the
SOETF.
