These generous people
spent many hours talking with people in the area, meeting with
city park officials and gathering plant information needed for
the plan. A major focus was on the tree problem. Many of the
large trees have been taken down over the years and never
replaced. A number of trees on the North side are sickly and
some have been marked for removal. The new plan presents a
planting list of hardy trees with both spring and fall color. It
also includes the addition of 2 new picnic shelters with a
parking space nearby. BRNA members hope to begin
applying for grants to help implement some of these changes
Soon.

On a wonderfully cool evening in September,
homeowners opened their windows at bedtime
not only to the cool breezes, but also the loud
grinding noise of one of our busness
neighbors, National By-Products. It was well after 10 p.m.
Rebecca Patlan called the 24-hour phone number, 444-4919.
They said they would respond to smells, but not noise. They
told her to call the police.  She did call, but fet it was not
redly their responsibly. She then caled Councilman
Gernandt. He immediately drove over the area of 34" and F.
He was surprised how loud the noise was. He went to the
business and they stopped the noise. National By-Products
said they had a late delivery and wanted to process the load.

The noise from this plant has annoyed residents for years. It
is bad enough we have to put up with it off and on during the
day. There should be some kind of city ordinance preventing
them from making noise after 9 in the evening.

Currently the only recourse area residents have is to call the
non-emergency police number, 444-5600.  Perhaps with
enough complaints, authorities will take notice and a
resolution to the problem can come about.

Have you gone to bed with awindow open,
only to be awaken in the middle of the
night by a horrible odor. Due to the
cooling temperatures, windows are being
opened more now and many residents have noticed this
problem.

It meets
four times each year. It is headed by Senator Preister.  Councilman Garry
Gernandt, representatives from the State Patrol and Captain Martinez of the
Omaha Police were also in attendance. Local businesses are encouraged to
attend along with interested citizens.

nghllghts from the October meeting:
Letters were sent out to all packing houses to inform their truckers that fines
would be issued for manure spells and other city violations. It was signed
by Senator Preister, Garry Gernandt, Omaha Trucking Association and the
State Patrol and Captain Martinez of the OPD.

- Street cleaning in specified areas will be a weekly maintenance procedure.

- Nebraska Beef said that it will have supervisors out on L Street in an effort
to get trucks off of L as soon aspossible. There was an accident with atruck
recently.

- Discussion of finding another route for the UNIVAR plant. Neighbors
complain about the number of trucks on the street just west of the Kennedy
Expressway entrance on F Street.  One lady said her basement walls are
cracked. Some of the trucks have been seen speeding by residents.

- More truck load-limit signs will be posted on F Street. The limit is 6 tons,
but some trucks are not adhering to the posted limit. (See more details
below.) Captain Martinez said he would do a “special attention” and have
trucksticketed if in violation.

- New weekly pickup will begin along Dahiman Avenue and under the 36
Street railroad bridges north of L Street. Garbage & illegal dumping have
been a problem in these areas.

St. Stanisdlaus Parish

Organization of the parish began in 1918. At first, a hall
over Jochim's Bakery at 41 & L was rented for the church
services until a church could be built. Initially, land west of
42™ Street was considered, but the people of the “Golden
Hill” area (as some of the BRNA area was known back then)
preferred the east side. Land on the southeast corner of 41%
& J was purchased. Construction of a brick combination
church and school building was begun.  Pastor Fr.
Wieczorek and the parish men dug the basement by hand.
Even children, both boys and girls, helped carry bricks and
bring lunch to the men. The cornerstone was laid in 1919
and the building was completed in 1920. The church was
located on the upper floor. The lower held classrooms for
only Grades 1 & 2 with 135 students.

By the 1950's, the parish had grown to be the largest Polish
parish in Omaha and it was evident that a new, larger church
and more classroom space was needed. Groundbreaking
ceremony was held on July 5, 1953 for a new church/rectory
on the northeast corner of 41% & J.  The old church building
was then converted to strictly a school facility.

Today, St. Staniglaus continues to be an important part of the
BRNA area.

On October 16, St. Stanidaus
celebrated Polish Heritage Sunday
with specia services at church. There
was a procession to Pulaski Park
following the services. A flord
wreath was hung on the stone
honoring General Pulaski. A
wonderful harvest dinner was served
at the parish in the afternoon.

The Polish Heritage Society of
Nebraska was incorporated in 1998 to
encourage, promote, and preserve
Polish Heritage in Nebraska and the
Omaha area. The Society sponsors
various annual events in support of
this goal.

On Polish Constitution day in May,
we host an open house at the museum
and present scholarships to the
winners of the 8th grade essay
competition—children of  Polish
ancestry who plan to attend Catholic
high school. During Polish Heritage
Month in October, the Hall of Fame
celebration draws friends and family
to the museum for a reception
honoring notable Omahans of Polish
descent. Also in October, we
announce the winners of the Polish
heritage coloring contest for primary
school students.

The Polish Heritage Society of
Nebraska enjoys partnerships with
many local and regional groups in its
efforts to promote Polish heritage.
For many years, the Society, together
with The Polish Home, has
participated in the Ethnic Christmas

event at Omaha's Durham Western
Heritage Museum, sharing Polish
music and traditions with the
hundreds of attendees. South
Omaha s historic Polish parish of St.
Stanislaus provides exhibit space to
the Society during its annual Harvest
Dinner. The parish  school
encourages us to share our traditions
with their students, most of whom are
of Polish ancestry. We are regular
guests and performers at the annual
Polish Festival in Ashton, Nebraska.
Other activities include a display and
ethnic music performance at the City
of Omaha's 150th birthday event, an
Easter babka-baking class at Polish
Home, and a Polish wedding photo
exhibit on St. Valenting' s Day.

The Polish Heritage Society of
Nebraska Museum is located at 4513
South 32nd Street, Omaha. The
building is the former convent of St.
Francis of Assisi Church, originaly
established in 1899 as a Polish parish
in South Omaha. Here, the Society
maintains permanent exhibits and
hosts  temporary presentations
throughout the year. Please contact
usif you have any cultura or historic
artifacts you would like to donate to
the museum.

The museum is staffed by volunteers
from the Polish Heritage Society and
is open by appointment only. There
is no admission fee, but donations are
gratefully accepted.

1 1/2 cups graham crackers crumbs

1/2 cup (1 stick) butter or margarine, melted

1 (7-ounce) package flaked coconut (2 2/3 cups)

1 (14-ounce) can Sweetened Condensed Milk
(NOT evaporated milk)

2 cups (12 ounces) semi-sweet chocolate chips

1/2 cup creamy peanut butter

Preheat oven to 350°F (325°F for glass pan). Place the
butter in a 13x9-inch baking pan and melt the butter in
the oven. Remove from oven and sprinkle the graham
crumbs on top. Top evenly with coconut and then pour
the milk evenly over coconut layer. Bake 25 minutes
or until lightly browned. In small saucepan, over low
heat, melt chocolate chips with peanut butter. Spread
evenly over hot coconut layer. Cool 30 minutes.
Chill. Cut into bars.
