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The Omaha Police Department
has a special department with
six officers that deal with public
nuisances. This includes abandon cars and
other vehicle violations of the city codes. The
officer who covers our southeast area of
Omaha is Officer Chong.  He responds to
nui sance complaints made by citizens.
Some city codes:

1. All vehicles must be parked on a
paved driveway. This includes
anything with wheels such as
campers or boats on trailers. No
vehicles should be parked on the
lawn.

2. Vehicles should not be parked over
sidewalk or in front of a driveway.

3. Camper shells must also be on
pavement.

4. Campers over 20 feet long must
have a “SETBACK” of at least 35
feet from the sidewalk.

5. All vehicles parked on the street
must be in working order and
moved regularly.

Maybe you knew about some of the above
ordinances. But did you know that it is
illegal to do major mechanical work on a
car when it is parked on the driveway?
(Changing a tire would be acceptable.)
Y ou probably knew that car license plates
must be clearly displayed, but did you
know that al those plate frames are
illegal? Our city has many laws that
would surprise most citizens.

S0 just what is the rea estate market like in our neighborhood? We have
al heard about how the housing market has slowed down over the past year.
We notice those for sale signs on our block and see new neighbors moving in,
but what does it all really mean?

Based on statistics compiled by real estate offices and my experience as a
Redltor for the past 17 years, it appears that we have it good in our little
neighborhood. In 2004 there were 62 Redtor involved sales in the
neighborhood with an average asking price of $85,270, an average sales price
of $84,009 and an average market time of 62 days. In 2005 Realtor involved
sales were 63 with an average asking price of $92,061, average sales price of
$90,790 and an average market time of 63 days. The good news from these
statistics is that we saw home values increase around 7% over the past year.
Overall we saw about the same number of sales and same amount of
marketing time each year. This tells us that there has been steady demand and
interest for homesin our area.

So how does this compare with what we are hearing in the news? We
have it very good here in BRNA. The affordability of homes in our
neighborhood has kept us in par with the general economy. We have not
experienced the slow down and price struggles of those newer West Omaha
neighborhoods. Many residents of the newest areas in West Omaha have
struggled over the past year as too much supply in certain value ranges has
caused a surplus, which means longer marketing times, necessary price
reductions and overall aflat appreciation rate since purchase just a few years
earlier. Many home owners have been experiencing losses just to get their
home sold. Here in BRNA, we have not had any of these problems! We are
still riding high on property appreciation and relatively short marketing times.

So what is the outlook for 2006? We are till hearing from loca news
sources that the housing market is slowing down even more this year than
last. Will this be true for our BRNA area? Although we are not able to
completely predict the actions of the market, we can make some assumptions
based on past data. Based on my years of experience, | think we will see a
little bit of a dow down in our neighborhood this year. | don't by any means
think we will begin to experience the ow downs that we have seen in many
of the newer West Omaha neighborhoods. | don’t predict that we will see 7%
appreciation again this year, however | do think we will see an appreciation
rate higher than the average one posted for al of the Omaha Metro area. We
live in a very convenient location with very affordable housing. Many first
time buyers seek out neighborhoods like ours because of the better than
average quality of living and the amount of home one can buy for their dollar.
Overall marketing time in our area will increase as a result of the genera
slow down of Omaha's real estate market, yet we should not worry as
historically the real estate market always has periods of ups and downs.,
