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The South Omaha Environmental Task Force's first meeting
for 2006 was held on the April 13th. The meeting was held
at Metro Tech at 7:30 in the morning. It will hold three more
meetings during the summer. The SOETF brings together
concerned citizens, area businesses, public officials, and the
police and fire departments. It has been in existence since
the 1980's and its effort has been to create a better living
environment for the area.  Much focus has been on odor-
control, but also includes other problems that may arise.

A wide variety of topics and reports were discussed at the
first meeting for 2006. First on the agenda were the area beef
packing plants: Swift, NE Beef and Greater Omaha. They
each discussed their efforts in reducing manure spillage and
truck backups on streets.  Some said they have installed
cameras so that their security officers can see if a backup is
occurring.  If there is a backup, they send the overflow to
their lots or to Council Bluffs Sapp Brothers where they have
an agreement to hold trucks. Empty trucks are told to leave
the packing plants immediately. Letters are also sent out to
truckers to remind them of the city codes and the rules.
Councilman Gernandt wanted quicker notification given to
the police when a backup occurs.

The State Patrol gave their report and stated that the
complaints have been down this winter. Parking problems,
and not spills, are causing the most violations. They are a'so
making efforts to have more cooperation with the Omaha
Police when dealing with the truckers coming into the city.

Mike Arends from the Omaha Sewage Plant spoke on the
plant’s starting its spring rehab on equipment. It will be

checking equipment and emission levels.  There will be new

equipment installed, and testing on that will be in June. The
plant will continue to look at any new equipment to help

control odor.  This plant serves the South Omaha and
Bellevue area. It isawaste-water treatment plant.

Discussion about odors in our area lead to the problems when
caling the 444-4919 number at night. On April 13" in the
early hours, a horrible chemical odor occurred in our area.
When the 444-4919 number was called, instead of forwarding
the problem to the correct authority, they just gave other
numbers to the caler to use - including 911. These “night
calls’ are answered by a private company. This is being
looked into. Hopefully, a different system can be created so
that a person doesn’t have to be calling a series of numbers.
If there is a major odor at night, continue to call this number.
If they do not seem to be of help, call 911.

The need for more air monitors was mentioned. BRNA is
trying to get a PM10 monitor in our area.  This type of
monitor would read the amount of air particles in the area.
The city has three monitors. None are in South Omaha.
Since the 68107 area has a higher than normal rate of asthma,
BRNA would like to have South Omaha monitored. Thisis
not about odor, but about the particles in the air from our high
industrial businesses.

Sam Murante and Thomas Paltani discussed their new landfill
on Dahlman near A Street. It will probably handle about
eight trucks per day of construction debris. It will take
approximately five years to fill the large grater that was
created when the new railroad bridge was built a few years
ago. (More about this on page 5.)

The meeting ended with brief notes on property appearances.
Several businesses stated that they would do more
beautification of their sites this spring.  Graffiti problems
continue, but some of the kids have been caught. Suggestion
was made to install cameras on businesses that are hit with
graffiti . Cameras are a deterrent.

A new landfill is being planned for Dahlman and A Street just
south of theinterstate. A huge pit was left opened after the
new railroad bridge was built and Dahlman Ave. was
rerouted. Dirt was removed from this area and sold to the
state to be used for the bridge.

Partners in the project are Thomas Paltani and Sam Murante.

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BRNA is fortunate to have Rivkah Sass, Executive Director
of the Omaha Public Library, visit with us to our May
meeting.  She will be discussing and showing the plans for
the new South Omaha Library which will be built on 26" and
Q Street.

The history of the library in South Omaha began in 1902.
Philanthropist Andrew Carnegie presented $50,000 to the
City of South Omaha for a neighborhood library. Two years
later, a distinguished gray stone Carnegie library opened near
the heart of South Omaha at 23rd and M Streets. When
Omaha annexed South Omaha in 1915, the Carnegie library
became the first branch of the Omaha Public Library. For 50
years, the library served the community well until it became
run down and overcrowded with books. The City of Omaha
razed the old Carnegie library in 1954 and built a
contemporary new structurein its place.

Today, new plans are for yet a third South Omaha Library to
be built off of Q Street.
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Rhubarb Dump Cake
1 pound rhubarb, cut into 1/4 inch slices
