A company called Conreco started 
operations in 1992.   It is located north of 
BRNA and south of the interstate.   Its main 
operation is near 36th Street.   It recycles 
concrete.   It crushes it so that it can be used 
again.   The business has increased 
production in the past several years.  A 
large number of trucks are coming to 
Dahlman Avenue and entering a dirt road to 
reach the area.  They also enter and exit on 
D Street at about 40th Street.  Large hills of 
crushed concrete cover the area now.  
Neighbors south of the area have 
complained about the dust coming from the 
company’s hills and dirt roads.  
Dave Fuchinaro is the owner and he spoke 
to BRNA’s president, Rebecca Patlan.    He 
stated that at first he was going to make it a 
landfill but made a recycling area instead.  
When asked if he could maybe put in some 
trees to stop some of the dust and noise, he 
said there is no room, but he would tell the 
guys to spray more water when excavating.   
He also said the noise comes from the 
railroad.  (Neighbors hear loud bangs and 
booming sounds when trucks dump the 
concrete and at other times.)  Rebecca also 
asked if he could attend the South Omaha 
Environmental Task Force meeting coming 
soon.   He said he would.   The SOETF 
usually has a quarterly meeting in August.

Facilities covered by The Emergency Planning 
and Community Right to Know Act (EPCRA) 
must submit an emergency and hazardous 
chemical inventory form to the LEPC, the 
SERC and the local fire department annually. 
Most States require the Tier II form.  Tier II 
forms require basic facility identification 
information, employee contact information for 
both emergencies and non-emergencies, and 
information about chemicals stored or used at 
the facility.   Some information on the form : 

·  The chemical name or the common name as indicated on the MSDS;  
·  An estimate of the maximum amount of the chemical present at any 

time during the preceding calendar year and the average daily amount;  
·  A brief description of the manner of storage of the chemical;  
·  The location of the chemical at the facility; and  
·  An indication of whether the owner of the facility elects to withhold 

location information from disclosure to the public. 
    

FROM BRNA’s PRESIDENT:  If you are a business in BRNA or 
South Omaha and you store or manufacture chemicals at your 
facility, please fill out a TIER II REPORT for everyone’s safety.   
You can contact Douglas County Emergency Management

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Nebraska State Troopers are sworn state deputy sheriffs and are 
authorized to perform police services in all of Nebraska©s 93 
counties.  The State Patrol Headquarters are located in Lincoln, the 
capital city.    The State Patrol has divided its field personnel into six 
Troop Areas and a Carrier Enforcement Division.   Each Troop Area 
is commanded by a Captain and the Carrier Enforcement Division is 
commanded by a Captain.   Douglas, Dodge, Sarpy and Washington 
Counties are in the Troop A area.  
  

The captain of Troop A is Captain Thomas 
Schwarten.  Captain Schwarten graduated 
from the Nebraska State Patrol Training 
Academy on December 11, 1987, and began in 
the Traffic Services Division, based in 
Syracuse, Nebraska.

Set 
the dish on your porch, patio, or other outdoor area. Not sure 
what attracts them, the lemon smell, the white plate, or what, 
but mosquitoes flock to it, and drop dead shortly after 
drinking the Lemon Fresh Joy/water mixture, and usually 
within about 10 feet of the plate.

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How did the residents of BRNA cool off before air 
conditioning?    First and foremost, people planted trees.   The 
cooling effect of trees was well-known by our predecessors.  
The planted shade trees along the south, west and east sides of 
their homes.  Many streets were tree-lined.  There are still 
some of these large ancient trees located in our area.   Look 
for one across from Pulaski Park on the east side.   The park’s 
older trees were removed several years ago. 
   

Another cooling practice was to keep all 
the window shades or curtains closed to 
keep the hot sun out. 
     

Sleeping outside, on the porch or in the 
basement was a regular practice by many 
too.  Children would spread a blanket 
out on the lawn and enjoy sleep-outs. 
  

Some early residents can recall the use of “ ICE BOXES” 
instead of refrigerators in their homes.   There was an “ ICE 
STORE” located at 38th and F Street.  There was a gas station 
on the northwest corner of 35th and F Street that also sold 
chunks of ice.  Some children would pull their wagons to 
collect a 50 pound chunk as part of their chores.    A truck 
would also drive around the area delivering ice in 25 (25¢) or 
50 (50¢) pound chunks.   Setting a sign in the window would 
notify the driver if ice was needed.   He would bring it in a 
place it in the ICE BOX.   He wore a large leather apron for 
protection.

A pilot project encouraging metro 
Omahans to mark their homes and 
businesses with visible street addresses is 
gaining strong support from Omaha’s 
emergency response organizations.   A 
special committee called “Address It Now” 
has launched the program in six mid-city 
neighborhoods to identify homes and 

businesses without visible addresses and to encourage and 
support owners to affix them.  “These neighborhood leaders 
have demonstrated there is a problem of street addresses 
missing from many homes and businesses,”  said Ron 
Abdouch, executive director of the Neighborhood Center for 
Greater Omaha. “They’ re calling on all Omaha neighbors to 
fix the problem today.”   Abdouch said the focus now is the 
six neighborhoods, “but this is any idea with citywide 
implications. All property owners everywhere should get 
going on this right away.”  
 
The Address-It-Now (A-I-N) project is funded by the mayor’s 
Neighborhood Crime Prevention Grant and its goal is to 
significantly increase the number of houses and businesses 
where addresses are displayed and visible from a distance.  It 
is believe that visible street addresses greatly increase 
property owners’  chances of quick response to 9-1-1 calls for 
police, fire, and other emergency responders.  Police Chief 
Tom Warren said, “ In the never-ending fight against crime 
and violence, seconds can make the difference between life 
and death.  When our cruiser officers have to hunt around to 
find a street address, seconds sometimes become agonizing 
minutes.”    Warren urges property owners “not to waste one 
more second – mark your home or business with a visible 
street address today.”  Similar recommendations came from 
Mayor Mike Fahey, Fire Chief Rob Dahlquist and 911 Center 
Director Mark Conrey. 
 
The Committee also is providing a simple “How-to”  list of 
helpful hints: 

·  Use Numbers four inches tall & a half-inch 
thick. 

·  Numbers should contrast with background. 
·  Mount ‘em high – above the entrance is best. 
·  On the house – not the curb. 
·  Remove property & shrubbery obstructions. 
·  Always ‘light addresses at night.’ 
·  Alley? Addresses there help emergency 

responders, too. 
·  Check visibility every three months.

·  Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). 
·  In a large skillet over medium heat, sauté the ground beef 

for 5 minutes. Add the onion and garlic, and sauté for 5 
more minutes. Drain any excess fat, if desired. Mix in the 
olives, green chili peppers, tomatoes with green chili 
peppers, taco sauce and refried beans. Stir mixture 
thoroughly, reduce heat to low, and let simmer for 15 to 
20 minutes. 

·  Spread a thin layer of the meat mixture in the bottom of a 
4 quart casserole dish. Cover with a layer of tortillas 
followed by more meat mixture, then a layer of cheese. 
Repeat tortilla, meat, cheese pattern until all the tortillas 
are used, topping off with a layer of meat mixture and 
cheese. 

·  Bake for 20 to 30 minutes in the preheated oven, or until 
cheese is slightly brown and bubbly. 

Hint: Try fresh garden tomatoes instead of can tomatoes. 
This is a lot like a lasagna, only Mexican-style! Serve like a 
pie and garnish with sour cream, salsa, lettuce and tomato. 
Make sure you like spicy foods before trying this one. It©s
