The reply
is they are not trained enough to do
periodical checks to see if these
offenders are complying with the laws
when they were let out of prison.
Police in Omaha can't serve the public
in this way, so some Level 3's
offenders (high risk to re-offend) are
unwatched to do what Level 3's may
want to do.

checked on sex offenders, but they
don’t. Policies must change when new
changes arise in society.

The World Herald printed a story about
how 2000 Katrina sex offenders are
missing.

The house of Michael and Mélissa
Harris at 3210 North 16™ Street is a
cozy and comfortable one. They are a
very average couple who live in an
average neighborhood and they exhibit
extraordinary  kindness. At this
moment, they are completely involved
with the safe return of their daughter,
Amber 12 years old, who has been
missing since November 29, 2005.
Keeping their precious daughter in the
light istheir primary goal at thistime.

Amber was last seen getting off the
school bus at 20™ & Pinkney just four
blocks from home.  She was wearing
light blue jeans, black and white
windbreaker and K-Swiss shoes.

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Amber sometimes stayed after school for math tutoring. On that
day, Amber called her father to let him know she was on her way
home on the late school bus from Beveridge School at 120" and
Center Street. She was seen on the bus surveillance camera
wiping make-up off her face just 10 minutes before her stop.
Her father, Michael, not approving of make-up at her age, always
told her she didn’'t need to wear any because she “was aready
beautiful”.

The disappearance has been very difficult on her siblings. The
Harris's have lived in their house on North 16™ for nine years
and the two have been married for 20 years. They have six
children ages 20, 16, 15, 13, 12 and 10. It's an even match of
three boys and three girls. Michael grew up in the neighborhood
and till has family members who aso live in the area. The
Harris® have been faithful participants in Lothrop’s after school
programs as well as attending parenting classes, computer
classes and family nights.

Amber loved to sing. Last November she sang the “Star-
Spangled Banner” before a basketball game at her school. One
of Amber’s last assignments was to write ten “Thank-you cards’
to family members. To her mother she wrote, “Thanks for
putting up with me when | get an attitude, and for always
listening.”  Another heartfelt thanks went out to her father;
“Thanks for being a great dad and trying to make my dreams
cometrue.”

A reward of $13,000.00 is being offered for information leading
to the whereabouts of Amber Harris. Donations to this award
can be made at any First National Bank location.  Michael
Harris handed out stacks of flyers with information about his
daughter and volunteers adso handed flyers out in different areas
throughout Omaha.  Police have talked with family and friends
and all have cooperated fully with the investigation.  Police
officials have considered them victims in this case.  Officers
have searched the areas on foot between Miller Park and
Amber’'s home. Helicopters and Citizen Patrol groups also
added to the effort by searching alleyways, abandon cars and
empty garages. Three weeks after her disappearance, police set
up aroad block where Amber was last seen, asking people who
frequented the areas if they noticed anything the night of
Amber's disappearance. Additional volunteers have also
searched door to door in the Harris' s neighborhood.

It should be noted that there are six sex offenders within about
five blocks of her home. It is BRNA's sincerest wish that local
police have checked out these six particular individuas
thoroughly.

Please pray for Amber’'s safe return. Call the
police at 444-5600 or 444-5838 if you have any
information.

Parents: Give your children a family “SAFETY
WORD” or code word!  Set up a code word with
your children in the event of an emergency. A friend
may have to pick up your child/children somewhere
other than school and you need a plan. Your child
should know the code word and understand the
importance. Y our child should be prepared to respond
to anyone who knows the codeword.  Make the word
meaningful to your family so a real stranger would not
be able to figure it out. Tell them NEVER tell anyone
the word, not even their friends.

Tell you children to follow these hints:
DON'T take candy from a stranger, never approach a
stranger to see his nice puppy dog in the car, and
never approach a motor vehicle for someone asking
directions.

STAY with your mom or dad in public places or use
the buddy system. Play, walk, bike and skate with a
friend. Don®play in deserted areas -- such as empty
playgrounds, parks, construction sites or dumps.

NEVER give information to anyone over the phone
and internet about yourself, your family or where you
live. Never let astranger take pictures of you without
parental permission.

SCREAM if astranger grabs you. Yell for help and
kick. Try to swing your arm up and out of their
grasp. Make as much fuss as you can.

Parents, if a stranger does approach your child, tel
them to remember the license plate number of the
motor vehicle or the color or type of car. Don®assume
it was nothing and discount what your child has to tell
you. Call your local police and report any suspicious
activity.

Review the above items often with your
child. Children need to be continually
reminded about safety!

Marv's terrier, Dodger, had had his leg
amputated on Friday, so Marv needed to stay home with
hisdog. If he had been at the body shop, he may have
been injured or killed.

You may have seen Marv’s classic ‘56 green and white
Mercury sitting outside. Well, that car along with afew
other cars and equipment were under the roof that
collapsed. Marv says he doesn't think the boy was
injured much or even at all.

Hopefully he can rebuild and stay in business. We hope
for speed recovery for Dodger and aso for Marv’'s Body
Shop.

Project Extra Mile is an extraordinary
project formed to help prevent
underage drinking.  The horrors of
the many lives that have been lost or
changed forever due to drunk drivers
are astonishing. Just this past
January, a drunken 16 year old boy
destroyed Marv's business on L
Street. The boy was extremely lucky
that he was not severely injured to
killed — or that he did not Kkill
someone else.

One of Project Extra Mile's efforts,
with coordinate with law enforcement
agencies, is to do compliance checks
of local acohol retailers to make sure
they are not selling alcohol to minors.

Ther latest checks were held in
November and December. Store
clerks must be 19 years old to be able
to sell or serve alcohol.  Store clerks
are required to do ID checks on
anyone looking under-aged. Some
stores in our area have been sited in
the past, but on the last check none
werein violation.

We want thank Project Extra
Mile for their wonderful efforts
to prevent a major problem.
Diane Riibe from Project Extra
Mile came to speak to BRNA last
May. Her presentation was
outstanding. She asks all of us

Weed and Seed is an anti-crime
initiative federally funded by the U.S.

While he waits, he picks up his cell phone and
startsdialing. Y ou notice the phone because it is the same model you have,
but nothing seems out of the ordinary. Then you hear
a click that sounds like your phone sounds when you take a picture.
Then he gives you back your card but keeps the phone in his hand as if he
was still pressing buttons. Meanwhile, you' re thinking: | wonder what heis
taking a picture of, oblivious to what was really going on. It then dawns on
you: The only thing there was my credit card, so now you're paying
closer attention to what he is doing. He sets his phone on the counter,
leaving it open. About five seconds later, you hear the chime that tells you
that the picture has been saved. Now you'’ re standing there struggling with
thefact that this boy just took a picture of your credit card. Yes, he
played it off well, because had you not had the same kind of phone, you
probably would never have known what happened. Needless to say, you
immediately cance that card as you are walking out of the pizza parlor.

Be aware of your surroundings at al times. Whenever you are using your
credit cards. Take caution and don®be cardess. Natice who is standing
near you and what they are doing when you use your card. Be aware of
phones because many have a camera phone these days. When you arein a
restaurant and the waiter/waitress brings your card and receipt for you to
sign, make sure you scratch the number off. Some restaurants are using
only the last four digits, but alot of them are still putting the whole thing on
there.

The area from along L Street from the railroad to 42™
Street was known as “Golden Hill” by the early residents.
During the early 1900's, L Street was just a 2 lane street
with hard paving ending at 42™ Street. The sidewalks
along its edge were wider alowing residentsto easily walk
up and down the street. The traffic was not as busy, and
crossing was not a problem.  Many small businesses
thrived. A street car aso carried people back and forth
from 42™ Street eastward into 24" Street business district.
The old bridge that passed over the railroad tracks starting
at 36™ Street was much shorter. It ended about a half
block to the east.

The building now called BG’s was once called Biga's.
While located “under the bridge” now, it was right off the
old bridge at onetime.

Today, the street is wider with narrow sidewaks. But
many businesses still maintained. A hair saloon recently
opened. Thereis arestaurant, a door & window business,
a couple of bars, car body shop, tire store, plus other small
businesses.
