Well-hidden and its purpose unknown to area 
residents, a lead staging site was maintained at 35th 
and K Streets right next to Nebraska Beef Company.   
Lead-contaminated dirt from eastern Omaha yards 
was brought there to be processed and then shipped 
to a location in Iowa.   Senator Preister informed 

BRNA’s president, Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan about the site at South Omaha 
Environmental Task Force’s last meeting.  He had concerns and thought the site 
needed watching.    
 
Rebecca went to the company and was given an explanation of the site’s safety 
regulations.   She was told that the dirt was kept watered down to prevent dust from 
entering the air and that air monitors were installed.   She still had concerns since 
there were homes across the street and that a beef-processing plant was next door.  
She went to some the homes and asked if any of them knew about the lead site.   
None of the people had been informed.  They said they had seen trucks going in and 
out, but had no idea of contaminates being brought into their area.   Many of them 
had small children who played along the street. 
 
While returning from HyVee one day, Rebecca spotted a truck turning into the 
company.  He bumped the curb and some dirt landed in the street.   She noticed that 
the truck driver also removed the tarp from his load before enter the lot.  Rebecca 
went home to get her camera and when she returned the lead-fill dirt on the street 
had been washed away.  Water was running down into the city sewer.   She 
immediately contacted authorities.   When she questioned the site workers, they 
seemed unconcerned and said removing the tarps saved time. 
 
The dirt brought to this site was from highly leaded yards from other areas in 
Omaha.   Most yards in the BRNA area have not tested high.   Only a handful of 
yards in our area are known to have had dirt removed.  One was a lot where a house 
had once stood.   The house had been in disrepair and may have had high levels of 
lead paint, causing the dirt to get contaminated. 
 
A staging site like this should have never been allowed near homes or near a food 
processing plant.  We are grateful for Rebecca’s efforts.  She contacted Senator 
Preister immediately.  He contacted Todd Davis of NDEQ, Bob Sink of Omaha, and 
Doug Clark of Douglas County so that action would be taken on this site.  After re-
evaluation, the site will be relocated near the Missouri River Plant.  THANKS to 
all who put an effort into getting this facility out of our area.

It is with great concern I write this piece on dogs within our area.  Who doesn©t love 
man’s best friend, but sometimes they become our worst enemies.  The Pit-bull species 
is a great concern to many in Omaha as well as all over Nebraska.   I just want to clarify 
what has been going on in the area with these dogs.   
 

My husband and two year old grandson were almost attacked in our back yard by a 
neighbor’s three pits running in a pack. He quickly threw my grandson behind him and 
onto his back porch.   We called the Humane Society immediately.   By the time they 
arrived, the dogs were restrained in their owner’s yard and they were cited only with a 
small fine.   
  
Shortly after this incidence, one of these same dogs attacked our elderly neighbor on 
December 14th in her own front yard.   She is Mrs. Devine, who will be 87 and weighs 
probably less than the dog.  I had turned the corner on 34th Street just in time to see the 
dog whip her around by the sleeve and pounce on her back.  Then she fell on her 
face breaking her glasses in the street. The police and rescue squad were called.  Now 
weeks later, she has a huge bruise on the whole side of her face.   
 
I have spoken many times with the Humane Society©s Vice President Mr. Langdon.  
City Prosecutor, Mary Eliston, is also involved because the NHS finally impounded the 
dog.   There will be a court hearing on this dog under the Dangerous Animal Ordinance 
Sec. 6.  
  

According to the Humane Society, the pit bull species comes in third concerning dog 
bites/attacks. Labrador©s are #1 followed by German Shepard©s.   All dogs can be a joy 
or a threat at any given moment, but it©s up to the owner to obey the laws of the city if 
they own one.  I©m ashamed to say it, but at different times our family has had issues 
with our own dog running loose and getting away.  It all comes down to owning up and 
be responsible.   If you own a dog  or any animal,  you  must  keep the  laws  and obey 
them or suffer consequences.  
 

 * *REMEMBER**    The Humane Society ONLY records their own phone calls, so if 
you call 911 to report an attack or bite, NHS may not hear of it.  YOU MUST CALL 
THE HUMANE SOCIETY ALSO, AT THE TIME OF AN ATTACK.  So, write this 
number down, 444-7800, and keep it handy. 
  

The Nebraska Humane Society is not taking a stance for or against the issue of banning 
the pit bull species.  But Councilman Gerry Gernandt and South Omaha Neighborhood 
Association is dialoging in strengthening some of the city codes to better protect the 
public.  NHS is waiting to see what happens in Iowa courts with their ban on pit bulls.  
No one really knows what this species is made up of, but rumors has it that pit-bulls are 
found in homes that participate in dog fights and drug houses.  We also must make it 
clear that not all owners of pit bulls are contributing in illegal activities, but it©s the few 
owners that make this dog look bad.  If you suspect these types of illegal activity near 
your home please call 911 and or the Nebraska Humane Society.  The neighborhood 
needs your information to keep us all safe.

Owner  responsibly is paramount for  everyone’s safety!  I f you own a pet, you must 
learn the laws and follow them.  We have invited Vice-President Mark Langdon to 

BRNA’s February meeting to share with us more on Nebraska Humane Society 
Laws and Ordinances. 

Owner Responsibility! 
�   In Virginia, a pit bull owner has 
been convicted of involuntary 
manslaughter after she allowed her 
pit pulls to run loose and kill an 82-
year-old woman.   The elderly lady 
was attacked last March by three 
pit bulls while she took her Shih 
Tzu for a walk. 
�    In Texas, a woman is killed by 
her neighbor’s pit bull while she 
mowed her lawn. 
�   In Omaha, two children were 
bitten by dogs running loose on 
separate occasions just weeks 
apart. 
�  All these horrible incidences 
could have been prevented if the 
dogs’  owners would have been 
more responsible and followed city 
regulations!   Here’s one such 
ordinance:

* * It shall be unlawful for the 
owner of any dog within the city to 
fail to keep his dog securely 
restrained by a chain or otherwise 
confined in or upon his premises in 
an enclosure sufficient to contain

She 
contacted authorities.  The drum was taken away and there 
has been no clear consensus of its contents.  No one has 
taken responsibility for the drum. 
 . � / � 0 $� 0 � � � � � � 1 � �   If you or a neighbor find a 
lost, abandon chemical drum, please call 911 immediately 
and ask for HAZMAT to come out!  PLEASE DO NOT 
APPROACH IT PICK IT UP OR ROLL IT OVER TO SEE 
WHAT IT SAYS ON ITS LABEL!    THIS COULD BE 
HAZARDOUS TO YOUR HEALTH, AND MAY CAUSE 
DEATH!   ALSO, KEEP CHILDREN AND PETS AWAY 
FROM THEM.  Then, please call Rebecca 502-2013.  
Living near a heavy industrial area, we need to be more 
cautious and visual.  The chemicals in our area are used and 
distributed daily to businesses nearby.  But we all need to 
know how to respond.  There is nothing to fear, for area 
businesses in BRNA are fairly careful when it comes to 
following regulations, but there still needs to be that 
watchful eye for mistakes, carelessness and accidents.  Being 
vigilant watchers in our area will help keep everyone 
accountable as good neighbors.

BRNA’s president, Rebecca Patlan, has joined the 
“Community Advisory Group” .  Her first concerns are for 
our children, and she presented questions to the EPA 
(Environmental Protection Agency).   One of her questions 
was whether or not school yards have been tested for lead. 
The EPA representative answered, “Yes.”  
 
An important fact she learned was about 
artificial Christmas Trees.  They are made 
in China and have some lead content.  
These trees break down over time and the 
lead can become a problem.   They should 
be thrown away after 10 years.   Also, 
plastic mini blinds may have lead in them 
and have the same time limit.

The South Omaha Environmental 
Task Force has competed another 
productive year.  It holds four 
meetings from April to October.   It 
is headed by Senator Preister and is 
attended by many of the local businesses.  Councilman 
Gernandt and concerned citizens also attend.  The October 
meeting included these topics of discussion: 
 
�  Omaha Public Works representative said there have been a 

total of 33 complaints at the 444-4919 number.  He said 
August and September had a high number of complains.   

�  Chester Black from Omaha Air Quality stated that the 
questions asked when someone calls were routinely used by 
the EPA.  The more information acquired the greater the 
chance of identifying the cause of the odor. There is a 
response to every call.  

�  Nebraska Beef’s James Timmerman stated that street 
cleaning near the plant was done twice per week at the 
company’s expense.  He also mentioned that guards and 
pen people are working on getting the trucks off the road as 
soon as possible.  Landscaping is planned for this Spring. 

�  Darling will review odor generation. 
�  Greater Omaha’s Angelo Fili said his company if going 

above and beyond being a good corporate neighbor.   They 
also clean streets twice per week. 

�  Observations of large trucks on F Street and the need for 6-
ton limit signs if missing. 

�  No new information about the landfill at 3701 Dahlman.  
No activity or occupancy at the site as of October, 2205. 

�  Discussion on the Lead Staging area on 35th Street. (See 
article on Page 2.) 

�  The need for a Hazardous Material Unit at the 42nd Street 
Fire Station was discussed.  Garry Gernandt will see if a 
grant can be obtained to bring the unit back. 

�  Additional pickup for garbage along Dahlman Avenue and 
near the 36th and H/I area. �

On Dec 13th Rita Hunter, a member of 
BRNA, discovered 14 dead Starling birds in her yard near 
33rd and K.  She contacted the Nebraska Humane Society, but 
was told to just pick them up herself. They would not pick 
them up.  Her fears were that they had lead-poisoning or the 
bird flu or perhaps were poisoned by factories in the area.  
She was afraid that it would affect her grandchildren who 
play in her yard.  She contacted Channel 6 News Station and 
they came out and did a story on the birds.  Rebecca spoke 
with her also and told her that she would speak with her 
contacts at the Humane Society.  Finally, the NHS said they 
would come out as soon as possible to pick up the birds. 
   

In doing a little more research through the Nebraska Wildlife 
Division, it was discovered that these birds were targeted for 
extermination for safety reasons.  A special Startling Poison is 
used to control the population.  The City of Omaha has been 
dealing with these birds that have been a nuisance at the 
Woodman Tower and other downtown buildings. 
  

Nebr. Humane Society stated that these birds pose no 
secondary threat to humans or other animals.  If other 
residents find these deceased birds, they are asked to please 
dispose of them in the trash cans with a shovel.  NHS would 
like everyone to know that it is not necessary for you to call 
them concerning these birds.  Also, to please feel free to 
contact them on any other animal control issues.

“phishing” !   Phishing is unsolicited 
emails that attempt to fraudulently 
obtain personal information such as 
account passwords, bank and credit card 
information.

They may look like 
they come from a bank or other business 
warning you about a problem or that 
you are due some money.  It will display 
a link to a site that looks like a bank or 
official web site.

Once on the site, you are asked for 
passwords or account numbers.  
BEWARE.  Do not give out these 
numbers unless you initiated the 
transaction and you are sure you are on 
a safe site.

From a mother’s observation: 

Starting the new year off with a diet?   Maybe the Toddler' s diet is for 
you -   Over the years you may have noticed that most 2 year olds are 
trim.
