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            Lead testing of the soil will finally start when weather 
permits on our area school, St. Stanislaus.  The rectory grounds 
were tested a while ago.   It tested fine.   But there was never 
any testing done on the school’s grounds.   The World Herald 
contacted the EPA and found out that after more than five years 
and about $50 million later, most city parks and a handful of 
private schools in eastern Omaha have not been tested for lead 
contaminations in the soil.    
            BRNA’s president, Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan is a 
member of CAG (Community Action Group) and had concerns 
when she found out that there has been no testing yet on the 
school or Pulaski Park.  She will meet with them monthly. 
           Pulaski Park will be tested soon.   Results of these tests 
take several weeks.

·  Area parks have not been sampled.  A list was given to the 
EPA by BRNA members. 

·  Chester Black gave information about monitoring air 
quality in South Omaha.

contaminates due the heavy industrial area.   There are a large 
number of homes in this area also.  Our air needs to be 
monitored so we can be reassured of its safety. 
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SONA, South Omaha Neighborhood Association, holds 
monthly meetings at the SE Precinct Build on the first 
Thursday of each month.   SONA represents 31 
associations east of 72nd Street and south of Dodge to 
Harrison.   At its last meeting, there was lengthy 
discussion about the sex offender problems facing 
Omaha.   Because of Iowa’s new laws, many offenders 
are coming to Omaha.  Channel 6 had a reporter present 
and showed a story on their evening news. 
 
Rebecca, BRNA’s president, voiced her 
concerns about the lack of involvement by 
the Omaha Police Department.  She felt 
that they should be allowed to check up on 
these offenders to see if they are indeed 
obeying their court-ordered requirements.    
Currently, the State Patrol only lists the level 3 offenders 
on their web site.  These are men who have a high 
probably to re-offend.   The State Patrol has only one 
officer assigned to cover the entire state of Nebraska.   
City councilman, Gary Gernandt, was at the meeting.   He 
says he is working some solutions with the Chief of 
Police.   He stressed that the Omaha Police are there to 
enforce the law and not to make the law.   As it stands 
now, the Omaha Police Chief feels that there needs to be 
an ordinance or law before he will permit his officers to 
check on these offenders.   So far nothing has been come 
from the City Council.

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Mark Langdon, vice president 
of the NE Humane Society, was 
guest speaker at BRNA’s 
February meeting.   Mark 
discussed a number of animal 
issues.    
 
Many people have great 
concerns concerning the 
dangerous dog problems.    
Mark emphasized that the 

owner of the dog will determine the behavior of the dog.   
Usually bad dogs are owned by bad people.  Mark stated that 
most dog bites come from labs, with pit bulls and German 
shepherds coming in second.   The lab bites are not as severe 
as pit bulls because of the strong jaw of the pit bulls.  It takes 
a judge to declare a dog “dangerous” .   The judge can either 
have the dog put down or give strict restrictions which must 
be followed by the owner.  A dog near 34th and E Street has 
recently been given that designation after knocking down 
and injuring an elderly woman.  He was biting at her coat.   
This dog must now be carefully confined to owner’s 
property, be spayed or neutered, micro-chipped, be muzzled 
when on a lease, and must have $100,000 in public liability 
insurance.    A sign must be posted on the house.  If ever the 
dog gets loose, it can immediately be destroyed. 
 
Mark also discussed the sad fact of cruelty to animals.   We 
have all seen such reports on the news over the years.   Many 
times domestic violence leads to animal abuse.  Also, 
“hoarders”  can cause animal cruelty.  These are people to 
hoard all kinds of items, even animals.   They acquire too 
many and the house can become an unhealthy place for 
human and pets.   Barking dogs can be a nuisance also. Call 
the Humane Society at 444-7800 if there is a problem.  
 
Mark stated that Omaha’s pet limit is three dogs or five cats 
per household.  Puppies can be kept up to 12 weeks after 
birth.    Breeder permits are $100 and are needed to sell the 
puppies.

Experts believe that 
prolonged exposure to sounds about 85 decibels without 
protection can damage your hearing.   Here are some 
common sounds that are above risk levels:  lawn mower – 
90, power saw or drill – 100, loud rock concert – 115, and 
fireworks – 150.  Many experts say that loud music can 
cause hearing loss.   Volume, not musical taste, is what 
matters.   Experts are seeing an increasing number of 
younger people with acoustic damage due to use of today’s 
musical devices.

Radon is a colorless, odorless, 
radioactive gas emitted from uranium, 
a naturally occurring mineral in rocks 
and soil. Normally, radon rises up through the soil and then 
dissipates in the air outside. Radon becomes a concern, 
however, when it seeps in through openings such as cracks, 
loose-fitting pipes, sump pits, dirt floors, slab joints, or block 
walls and accumulates in the home.  Radon has been 
implicated as a risk factor in the development of lung cancer. 
Radon test kits cost about $10 to $20 for a short-term kit to 
$20 to $30 for a long-term kit, and usually include the 
laboratory analysis. If test kits are not available in your area, 
call the Nebraska Radon Hotline at 1-800-334-9491.

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Taking the time to read this could 
save someone©s life!   
Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are 
difficult to identify.  
Unfortunately, the lack of awareness 
spells disaster. The stroke victim may 
suffer brain damage when people 
nearby fail to recognize the symptoms 
of a stroke. Now doctors say a 
bystander can recognize a stroke by 
asking three simple questions:  
 

1.   Ask the individual to SMILE.  
2.   Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS.  
3.   Ask the person to SPEAK A Coherently SIMPLE    
       SENTENCE, such as "It is sunny out today."  
 
If he or she has trouble with any of these tasks, call 911 
immediately and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher.  
After discovering that a group of non-medical volunteers 
could identify facial weakness, arm weakness and speech 
problems, researchers urged the general public to learn the 
three questions. They presented their conclusions at the 
American Stroke Association©s annual meeting last February. 
Widespread use of this test could result in prompt 
diagnosis and treatment of the stroke and prevent brain 
damage.
