At the intersection of 34™ and F
Street, anew sign has appeared. Itis
a way for passing motorists to call
when they smell offensive odors in
the areal Calling immediately helps
officials locate and isolate the odors
so that some solution can be found
to prevent them. The sign was
requested by BRNA members at the last SOETF meeting
because of the repeated smellsin that area. Please call when
driving by if you smell odors!

On October 24™ a resolution went
before the Omaha City Council for
safety improvements to the intersection
of 42" and L Streets. Thetotal cost is
quoted to be over $400,000 with 80%
coming from Federal Hazard
Elimination Funds. We will have
more information about the project in
future newsletters.

Nebraska Beef (located at 36" and L Streets) has added some
green to the areal During the first week of October, a
landscaping company planted about new 30 trees. They have
planted many Locust trees around the waste water plant
because they help absorb odors. BRNA members who
attended meetings with the company, made suggestions of
landscaping. Nebraska Beef has been very cooperative.

Readi-Mix, across the street from Nebraska Beef, is aso
putting up some trees.

May our area continue to grow with beauty.

Under federa mandate to clean up the nation’s waterways
and environment, Omaha and other cities must stop
“overflowing” untreated sewage discharges into rivers. After
heavy rains, the treatment plant can not handle the excess
sewage and run-off. The city is how doing a study to find
solutions. This may mean that large “holding areas’ will be
needed to prevent the sewage from running into the river until
the treatment plant can handed the excess. Where will these
areasbe? (Inor near BRNA?)

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Notes from Thursday, October 12, 2006 Meeting
Location: Metro Tech

Chairperson: Sen. Don Preister gave a summary of the
committee purpose. SOETF seeks to identify area
environmental problems then implement corrective solutions
to them in a spirit of voluntary cooperation with business,
residents, and government.

TOPICS OF DISCUSSION:
1) City of Omaha Public Works-Fred

Thanks went out to Councilman Gernandt and the
Omaha Police Department for excellent response to issues
concerning manure spills. Unfortunately there were more
manure spills this year compared to last year. There were 58
calls compared to 39 last year. One spill was so bad that they
had to close L Street to one lane. It took officers less then
five minutes to get things under control. These fifty-eight
spills took place on Missouri Ave, Babe Gomez, L Street and
Dahlman. BRNA asked Fred when the odor signs promised
at the last meeting would be placed up on F Street. Fred's
response was that the signs were ordered and should be placed
up this week on 34™ & F, both ways. (The signs were up the
next day.)
2) Omaha Palice Department-Officer V.J. Patlan

Officer Patlan said that they haven®had complaints of
trucks blocking, but did inform us of a very bad smell down
by American Lab. Officer Patlan stated that the only
complaints were 33" between Q and L Streets. Chester Black
stated that American Laboratory and Cold Storage had been a
problem in the past because of old batches in their processes
sing facility. This summer they had one of the highest
readings. Senator Preister asked Chester Black to check into
it.  Nebraska Railcar had two manhole covers partially off
and they have now been reset. Seems smells coming from
30™ & Railroad Ave. have been stopped. Sen. Preister asked
for acopy odor reports.
3) Nebraska Beef-James Timmerman

James said they have removed dead trees and planted
about thirty new ones. On the north side of the building, they
were not able to plant trees because they ran into crushed
concrete. They plan on making a walkway and landscaping it
with native flowers. They are planning on hiring an engineer
to re-landscape the east side.  They are still cleaning the
streets two nights a week. NB also hired security that patrols
36th and L street around 9-9:30 every morning to direct traffic
and it seems to be going well. Sen. Preister thanked NB for
their well written contingency plan. James also thanked
Nebraska Trucking for responding to SOETF's requests in
getting information to truck drivers. And he thanked Nancy
for agreat story in their trucker magazine.

4) NDEQ-Todd Davis

Todd said he gets some odor complaints, but the NDEQ
doesn't regulate odors. They don't have instruments to
measure them. Lincoln has the only instruments to measure
Hydrosulfate levels. He also talked about IBP/Tyson in
Dakota City and their incredible measures concerning
corrosion of metal on cars. Senator Preister recognized Tony
Wasikowski of H&L/BRNA as one of the original members
who started SOETF for her many concerns in South Omaha.
She served 12 years fighting issues on zoning changes. We
al thank her for her participation and her dedication is well
appreciated.

5) Darling& XL 4 Star

Upgrades investment in new equipment is going well.
Chlorine docks vs. chemical to maintain stable control of
odors was discussed. Mike from Darling stated they took
care of the noisy issues this summer. Denny from XL 4 Star
has had no complaints this fal. They beieve the new
equipment has helped. Benny has scrubbing systems up and
running, Hy-Clone comes to clean. Doors and vacuums
help scrubbers whether the doors or open or closed. Sound
issues will be quickly handled.
6) City of Omaha-Mike Arends-O.S.T. Plant

Sen. Preister praised them for a great job of reducing
odors after the covers were placed back on the 25" Street
problem.  Purchasing the fogging system was due to
Councilman Gernandt and the city. A second one will be put
up near the sewer plant facility.
7) City of Omaha Air Quality
Chester and Tammy talked about the PM 10 Monitor and gave
readings on al monitors through out city. Mr. Black stated
the monitor at 25th and L Streets had a reading of 34.5 where
the city average was 35. He doesn®see the need for it after
this year. There is aso a smog detector at 24th and L Street.
Chester says that EPA is looking at lowering monitor testing
across the nation, so they will discontinue it at the end of the
calendar year. He stated that thisis a unit that will be kept as
a back up unit incase one of the other 5 units throughout
Omaha breaks down. Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan was
concerned and asked that the monitor be kept past this year.
She wants the 25" & L Street monitor to be permanently kept
and hooked into EPA’s regulated monitors like all other
monitors in Omaha.  Mr. Black spoke about an Arkansas
study on a pig compound for measures on air quality. Ms.
Patlan said have them study cattle like South Omaha has, and
it may interest this group. She would like more specific
readings done such as pet dander, concrete and asphalt dust.
Omaha Police Officer Virgil Patlan stated that, “This monitor
gives a sense of security for those that live in thisareaand is
hard to give up now that it's been put up in South Omaha.”

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He feels a little more secure knowing it is up protecting him
and his family. Senator Preister encouraged Chester to
work with the NDEQ and EPA to see what they can do to
extend for one more year to collect data and to see what else
could be done. He said, “Maybe if numbers are kept, we can
see what the next stage would be.” Mr. Black said maybe he,
Todd and Doug could work together on it to get us another
year.
8) Councilman Garry Gernandt

The Councilman discussed the standing water north
of F and Dahlman. Public Works and a Capitol Improvement
Program Plan have been approved to tear out and replace new
inlets for water to flow. He aso discussed the graffiti
problem. New technology for tracking may be in place by
next year. He also mentioned there has been a request by
truck drivers on 33“ and L Street concerning the timing of
lights. It has been looked at by Traffic Control. “The count is
pretty low compared to the rest of the city. So timing light
changes are not recommended at thistime” said Glen Hanson.
9) Electionsfor 2007

Sen. Preister announced his position as Chair on this
SOETF was due. Councilman made a motion and al voted in
favor to retain him. Congratulations Senator!  Senator asked
if anyone wished to run for Secretary and Treasurer. No one
came forward at thistime.
10) Other Issues

Janna, aresident, had many complaints about eggs on
cars, graffiti and doors open at a local bar establishment.
Councilman Gernandt suggested working with the loca
neighborhood association (BRNA) for issues such as these.
Also noted was BRNA' s tree planting day on Saturday, April
14th.
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The symptoms for CO poisoning are
flu-like: headaches, dizziness,
vomiting weakness and tightness of
chest.

Many small family stores started
to dot the area.
Many creeks flowed through the
area.
BRNA was part of the city of
South Omaha.
“South” Omaha mayors were
Frank Koutsky (1902-1906) and
Thomas Hoctor (1906— 1908)
James C. Dahlman became
mayor of Omaha.
