El Paso also has concerned citizens fighting the war on Lead from a smoldering company called ASARCO. My uncle took
me by the plant and Omaha is way ahead in the clean up. | realy want to thank all our CAG (Community Action Group)
members for their time and efforts on trying to make Omaha clean and safe for its citizens and children. The word isthere that
plans are underway for ASARCO to move its plant to the Mexico border. Hummm, | hope the winds don’t blow North!
Either way, the poor people are the ones who suffer in whatever country they live.
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- Heat up leftover pizza in a non-stick
skillet on top of the stove, set heat to med-low and heat till
warm. This keeps the crust crispy. No soggy micro pizza.

Wet newspapers put
layers around the plants overlapping as you go cover with
mulch and forget about weeds. Weeds will get through some
gardening plastic they will not get through wet newspapers.

- Place a dryer sheet in your
pocket. It will keep the mosquitoes away.

- To keep squirrels from eating your
plants sprinkle your plants with cayenne pepper. The cayenne
pepper doesn® hurt the plant and the squirrels won® come
near it.

! - Put small piles of cornmeal where

you see ants. They edt it, take it "home," &can®digest it so it
kills them. It may take a week or so, ESP. If it rains, but it
works & you don®have the worry about pets or small children
being harmed!

! - To get rid of pesky fruit flies, take a small glass
fill it /2" with Apple Cider Vinegar and 2 drops of dish
washing liquid, mix well. You will find those flies drawn to
the cup and gone forever!

Center where there was a discussion on a project called the
“Omaha CSO Program”. This meeting brought together
organizations, community sectors and individuals who are
representatives for their areas that will be affected by CSO's.

Thiswill affect the BRNA area, as we are part of the
OHERN/MONROE SECTION!
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From Councilman Gernandt:

In an effort to clean up the nation's waterways and
environment, the federal government has imposed upon all
cities an unfunded requirement to stop “overflowing’
untreated sewage discharges into rivers. This occurs on
sewage systems that carry both natural water and sewage
waste in the combined sewer system. Omaha, like many
other cities, treats commercial, industrial and household waste
at a treatment plant. Omaha, like the others, bypasses the
process on occasion, when rain/snow events cause water
surges in the process that overwhelms the treatment plants.
The federal permit for these bypasses will expire in 2009 for
combined sewers, and all water must be tested/treated before
discharge into the nation's waterways. THE COST FOR
THIS UNFUNDED FEDERAL MANDATE WILL BE
HIGH, and unknown at this point. Your city is embarking on
a massive study to select the best, most cost effective plan to
meet the mandate. You will be hearing more of this in the
future as the City Council must address increased sewer rates
and review plans to minimize your costs at the household
level.

Have you noticed the signs in some windows in our area?
They are there to help our kids!  Protecting our children takes
time & energy from the entire community. A McGruff House
is a resource for children who find themselves in emergency
or frightening situations, such as being bullied, followed or
hurt. McGruff House volunteers are needed to make
emergency phone calls for children in trouble and watch out
for neighborhood children as they go to and from school.
Who can volunteer? Any household with a resident, 18 or
older, who will complete, sign and return an application,
which includes permission for alaw enforcement background
check.

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The Neighborhood Center for
Greater Omaha is sponsoring an art
contest for children 8 to 18. Art must
reflect a neighborhood in Omaha and
include an identifiable landmark within
the specific neighborhood.

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Through a Rapist® Eyes (No Joke) this is important
information for females of ALL ages. Guys - please inform
the female members of your family and al your female
friends and associates.

A group of rapists and date rapists in prison were
interviewed on what they look for in a potentia victim and
here are some interesting facts:

1) The first thing men look for in a potentia victim is
hairstyle. They are most likely to go after a woman with a
ponytail, bun, braid or other hairstyle that can easily be
grabbed. They are also likely to go after a woman with long
hair. Women with short hair are not common targets.

2) The second thing men look for is clothing. They will
look for women whose clothing is easy to remove quickly.
Many of them carry scissors around specifically to cut
clothing.

3) They aso look for women on their cell phone,
searching through their purse or doing other activities while
walking because they are off guard and can be easly
overpowered.

4) Men are most likely to attack & rape in the early
morning, between 5:00a.m. and 8:30a.m.

5) The number one place women are abducted
from/attacked is grocery store parking lots. Number two is
office parking lots/garages. Number threeis public restrooms.

6) The thing about these men is that they are looking to
grab a woman and quickly move her to another location
where they don®have to worry about getting caught.

7) Only 2% said they carried weapons because rape
carries a 3-5 year sentence but rape with a weapon is 15-20
years.

8) If you put up any kind of a fight at all, they get
discouraged because it only takes a minute or two for them to
realize that going after you isn®worth it because it will be
time-consuming.

9) These men said they would not pick on women who
have umbrellas, or other similar objects that can be used from
a distance, in their hands. Keys are not a deterrent because
you have to get realy close to the attacker to use them as a
weapon. So, the idea is to convince these guys you&e not
worth it.

10) Severa defense mechanisms he taught us are: If
someone is following behind you on a street or in a garage or
with you in an elevator or stairwell, look them in the face and
ask them a question, like “What time is it? or make genera
small talk: "I can®believe it is so cold out here", "Weee in for
abad winter." Now you®e seen their face and could identify
themin aline-up; you lose appea as atarget.

11) If someone is coming toward you, hold out your hands
in front of you and yell STOP or STAY BACK! Most of the
rapists said they@ leave a woman aone if she yelled or
showed that she would not be afraid to fight back. Again,
they arelooking for an EASY target.

12) If you carry pepper spray and yell | HAVE PEPPER
SPRAY and holding it out will be a deterrent.

13) If someone grabs you, you can® beat them with
strength but you can by outsmarting them. If you are grabbed
around the waist from behind, pinch the attacker either under
the arm (between the elbow and armpit) OR in the upper
inner thigh VERY VERY HARD. A woman who was taking
arape-prevention class, said that she used the underarm pinch
on aguy who was trying to date rape her and was so upset she
broke through the skin and tore out muscle strands - the guy
needed stitches. Try pinching yourself in those places as hard
asyou can stand it; it hurts.

14) After the initia hit, always GO for the GROIN. If
you slap aguy®partsit is extremely painful. You might think
that you® anger the guy and make him want to hurt you
more, but the thing these rapists say is that they want a
woman who will not cause a lot of trouble. Start causing
trouble, and he®out of there.

15) When the guy puts his hands up to you, grab his first
two fingers and bend them back as far as possible with as
much pressure pushing down on them as possible. This act
may, without using much pressure, send arapist to his knees.

16) Of course the things we aways hear still apply.
Always be aware of your surroundings, take someone with
you if you can and if you see any odd behavior, don®dismiss
it, go with your instincts!!  You may feel alittle silly at the
time, but you@ feel much worse if the guy really was trouble.
