     Construction on I-80 east of 42nd Street eastward 
to Kennedy Expressway will begin this month.  
Expect closures and lane restrictions.  
      On June 12, Matt Beran, Jeff Johnson and Tim 
Weander from the Nebraska Department of Roads 
spoke at BRNA’s meeting.   They gave a power 
point presentation on the future construction of I80 
and Kennedy.  They said the problem is the 
“bottleneck”  that happens back to 60th Street most 
weekdays during rush-hour.   The Dept. of Roads 
has designed a 15-20 year plan.   Phase one will 
begin now.   It will widen some areas and also set 
some ramp closing gates on 42nd and F Street 
entrances to the interstate.   The gates will be used 
during peak times.   
    The next phases will come later next spring and 
will deal with the north side of the interstate.    After 
seeing the results of this construction, future plans 
will be implemented.   That may include 
permanently closing 42nd and F Street ramps.   
Access for our area would be at 60th and Q Street.   
Perhaps a frontage road would be built near 
Kennedy from L to Q. 
    Several people present strongly voiced their 
concerns.  Some see it as detrimental to the 
businesses and trucking industry in our area.   One 
voiced fear about more traffic on F Street.  Others 
see it as a west Omaha freeway that we have little 
access.   Public Safety was a major concern.   Could 
police and firefighters access the interstate?  There 
was mention of mechanical devises to open the 
gates for authorities in case of emergencies.    Both 
Councilman Gernandt and Senator Preister were 
present.   Gernandt said the city would listen to our 
concerns.  An Impact Letter to Public Works may be 
written to voice our concerns.  The Works 
Department could then converse with the state on 
future plans and give them our views. 
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On the morning of Tuesday, June 12th, Senator Preister along with 
some South Omaha area businesses and residents took an “Odor Tour” .    
The tour started at the Water Treatment Plant by South Omaha Bridge.  
Nine area locations were visited focusing on five area odor-producing 
plants.  All areas were tested with a monitor for hydrogen sulfide.   All 
readings were well below concern levels. 
1. Greater Omaha Beef with two locations - near 32nd &  Gomez and 

Dahlman & L:  GPB is noted for the nice landscaping and efforts to 
control odors.  Cattle smell near Gomez was noted.  Representative 
said they try to get 1000 cattle through within 3 hours and then 
wash out chutes.  The tour group was allowed inside the plant to 
see the butcher line. 

2. American Labs near 33rd Street north of Q:  They make nutritional 
medicine from animal parts such as the pancreas gland.   They 
stated that only frozen animal products enter the factory and that 
should give no odor.   Their operation times are 7-3 p.m.   They 
said they would look into landscaping.   High wire fence is use to 
prevent break-ins. 

3. XL4Star Beef near 33rd and Gomez:   This plant is both a slaughter 
and rendering plant.   They operate 24 hours a day.   The odor may 
come when they hold the cattle for three hours to relax them.  
(Helps in meat quality.)  Inside the plant, scrubbers clean the air.   
They are looking into a double door system to help prevent odor 
release.  They also have expansion plans.  

4. Nebraska Beef on 36th & L:   Their water treatment area is on the J 
Street side.   The odor from that area has improved due to 
improvements after complaints from neighbors.   

5. Darling International with three locations – 33rd & F, 38 & 
Dahlman and 33rd & A:   They are basically a rendering plant for 
animal parts such as bone and meat.   They had a strong “dog food” 
odor.   In the past year, Darling has been making efforts to try to 
control some of the strong odors.  (See more about them on the 
next page.)  Trucks were seen sitting out in the open being loaded 
with the products they manufacture.  Some trucks need to sit out to 
“cool”  the product before transport. 

Thank you to Senator  Pr iester  for  setting up the informative tour .   
 

 

HYDROGEN SULFIDE can result from bacterial breakdown of 
organic matter.  It is also produced by human and animal wastes. 
Bacteria found in your mouth and gastrointestinal tract produce 
hydrogen sulfide from bacteria decomposing materials that contain 
vegetable or animal proteins. Hydrogen sulfide can also result from 
industrial activities, such as food processing, coke ovens, craft paper 
mills, tanneries, and petroleum refineries.  Hydrogen sulfide is a 
flammable, colorless gas with a characteristic odor of rotten eggs.  It 
is commonly known as hydrosulfuric acid, sewer gas, and stink damp.  
People can smell it at low levels.  Exposure to low concentrations of 
hydrogen sulfide may cause irritation to the eyes, nose, or throat.  It 
may also cause difficulty in breathing for some asthmatics.  Go to 
www.atsdr.cdc.gov to find out more. 
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SOETF mission statement: SOETF seeks to identify area 
environmental problems then implement corrective solutions 
to them in a spirit of voluntary cooperation with business, 
residents, and government.  SOETF is 30 years old and still 
an active organization.  Senator Preister chaired the meeting 
on June 14th.  
Meeting Notes: 
Street Maintenance 
     Fred Thole from Public Works said that eight manure 
spills were reported since April.  One spill was bad and may 
have been intentional.  Annual street sweeping has been 
completed in South Omaha.  The heavy rains have also 
helped clean the streets.  Fred stated that people can call 444-
4919 if they see any manure spills.  Greater Omaha Beef and 
Nebraska Beef both do street sweeping near their plants twice 
each week.  A question was brought forward on who has the 
responsibly for cleaning the Interstate ramps.  That belongs to 
the state.   People are to call 595-2534 to contact Tim 
Weander from NE State Roads Department if manure is 
spotted on the Interstate and its ramps. 
Trucks - Law Enforcement  
      On the morning of May 31st, the Omaha Police and State 
Patrol held a joint operation.   Six violations on manure 
spillage and 14 citations on faulty equipment were handed 
out.   Also, on May 30th, other operations were held elsewhere 
in the city and over 100 tickets were issued for faulty 
equipment with over $9000 worth of fines.    Eight garbage 
truck citations were issued on May 22nd, with three more just 
a few days ago.   Residents from all parts of the city complain 
about these trucks.  What can the public do when they see 
truck violations?   Most companies present stated that calling 
the truck company may be the first and best solution.  Most 
companies will be cooperative and get their drivers to comply 
with the laws.  Getting the company name and “US DOT 
NUMBER” on the side of the cab or the license number 
would be very helpful.   The more information, the better. 
Air  Quality 
      Discussion turned to the “Odor Tour”  which was held on 
June 12th.   All who attended appreciated the business’  
cooperation.   Senator Preister noted how a monitor was used 
to measure hydrogen sulfide at each of the nine businesses on 
the tour.   The readings were in the acceptable range.  One 
comment was made that making a business look nice with 
landscaping helps the local residents feel better about the 
business.  Greater Omaha Beef was noted for their efforts in 
landscaping. 
      Discussion lead to restaurant smells.  Some of the small 
restaurants along 24th Street and elsewhere have a rancid oil 
smell and she wondered if the city could do anything.   Tom 
Baker from the Douglas County Health Department said that 
they make two annual visits to restaurants.  Others 
commented that big restaurants do well in clean-up, but small 

operations may be more careless.  Also, customers from other 
parts of the city have made negative comments about some of 
the smells near some restaurants in the area.  Someone from 
Darling International mentioned that a new business just 
south of F Street and Dalhman, KCI, collects restaurant waste 
for rendering – oils, etc.    People are asked to contact the 
Douglas County Health Department if they have complaints 
about restaurant odors. 
     Darling International representatives stated that they have 
an on-going improvement plan to help control odors.  They 
have finished Phase 1 and are working on Phase 2.   Phase 1 
dealt with internal odors and that has been completed.   They 
wanted to protect their workers first.   They also volunteer 
yearly to have an OSHA inspection. Phase 2 is now in 
process.   It deals with ambient or outside odors.  They say 
they have used a great deal of financing to improve 
conditions.  Their rendering volume is massive and their 
business is a necessary one. 
      Benny Ngygen from XL 4 Star Beef on Gomez Drive, 
said that the new owner wants to put in improvements.   They 
are both cattle killing and rendering plant.  They do monitor 
their plant daily.  Eric Dawson from AA Collision, which is 
on 33rd near Gomez, stated that his customers from other parts 
of town have made negative comments about the odors.   He 
wants return business and the smells may hurt his return 
business. 
     American Labs representatives attended the meeting after 
a number of absent years.   They said they will send someone 
out to check when they get calls about smells.   They stated 
that they want to work with us.   
      Molly Goedecker with ATC Associates, talked about a 
hand pump that will catch various smells.   The pump uses 
vials that are inexpressive, but the pump is about $400.   
Hopefully funds can be found to buy the pump.   Then it can 
be loaned out to the neighborhood associations for use with 
catching odors in order to identify the source.  
       Mike Arends from the Missouri River Treatment Plant 
stated that there have been no complaints since April.  One 
reason may have been the heavy rains of late.    Senator 
Preister thanked them for their ongoing efforts to improve air 
quality.   In the past, the area around the plant was often 
inundated with complaints. 
       Chester Black from Omaha Air Quality, handed out the 
full year report on PM10 monitors.  It showed that the 46th & 
Farnam and 77th & Dodge Street monitors had the poorest 
conditions, but within EPA standards.   EPA states that 50 as 
acceptable.   These two had averages near 35.   The 24th Street 
monitor had a 27.1 average reading.   The other two monitors 
were at 19th & Cummings with a 12.2 rating and 132nd & Q 
with an 11.5 rating.   Chester said that the EPA’s long range 
plan is to eliminate all monitors except two.

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Another hand-out was passed out listing the odor 
calls people have made to the city.   It showed the 
date, source location, time, wind direction, wind 
speed, description of smell, temperature and 
inspector comments.   Many came from 34th and F.    
Graffiti 
Comments were made on the fact that the graffiti 
problem continues to grow and expand to all state 
cities and towns.  The Omaha police caught five 
youths in the act downtown.   Unfortunately, many 
are not caught.  They act quickly and are out before 
authorities arrive.  Some are caught and then are 
release to continue their destruction.   The city will 
now allow citizens to use Graffiti Wipes to remove 
“marker”  drawings.   They must first contact 
authorities so that it can be photographed.  (444-
5555)  Graffiti Wipes may be supplied by the city to 
the public if funds can be found.

Emergencies can happen anywhere and anytime.   It is always wise to 
be prepared.  Here are more of the 30 tips continued from our last 
newsletter. They will help you and your family becomes better prepared 
for an emergency.  More “ Tips”  will be in next BRNA newsletter. 
 
Preparedness Tip #27 
 
Floods are among the most frequent and costly natural disasters in 
terms of human hardship and economic loss. As much as 90 percent of 
the damage related to all natural disasters (excluding draught) is caused 
by floods and associated debris flow. Most communities in the United 
States can experience some kind of flooding. Melting snow can 
combine with rain in the winter and early spring; severe thunderstorms 
can bring heavy rain in the spring or summer; or hurricanes can bring 
intense rainfall to coastal and inland states in the summer and fall. 
Regardless of how a flood occurs, the rule for being safe is simple: 
head for higher ground and stay away from floodwater. Even a shallow 
depth of fast-moving floodwater produces more force than most people 
imagine. You can protect yourself by being prepared and having time 
to act. Local radio or television stations or a NOAA Weather Radio are 
the best sources of information in a flood situation. 
 
Preparedness Tip #28 
 
When there is concern about a potential exposure to 
a chemical or other airborne hazard, local officials 
may advise you to "shelter-in-place “  and “seal the 
room.”  This is different from taking shelter on the 
lowest level of your home in case of a natural 
disaster like a tornado. If you believe the air may be badly 
contaminated or if you are instructed by local officials, follow the 
instructions below to create a temporary barrier between you and the 
contaminated air outside. 
To shelter-in-place and seal-the-room: 
·  Close and lock all windows and exterior doors.  
·  Turn off all fans, heating and air conditioning systems.  
·  Close the fireplace damper.  
·  Get your disaster supplies kit and turn on your battery-powered 
radio.  
·  Go to an interior room that is above ground level and without 
windows, if possible. In the case of a chemical threat, an above-ground 
location is preferable because some chemicals are heavier than air, and 
may seep into basements even if the windows are closed.  
·  If directed by local authorities on the radio, use duct tape to seal 
all cracks around the door and any vents into the room. Tape plastic 
sheeting, such as heavy-duty plastic garbage bags, over any windows.  
·  Listen to your radio or television for further instructions. Local 
officials will tell you when you can leave the room in which you are 
sheltering, or they may call for evacuation in specific areas at greatest 
risk in your community.

Add 
pasta and cook for 8 to 10 
minutes or until al dente; drain 
and place in a serving bowl. 
Pour the salad dressing and 
vinegar over the noodles, and 
mix well.

combined. Serve at room temperature, or cover and 
refrigerate for several hours, or overnight.�

Poking and stabbing meat with a fork or knife when 
placing or turning meat on the grill can cause a loss 
of juices that keep meat moist and tender. Piercing 
meat also can affect food safety.  
 
Bacteria normally are found only on the external 
surface of larger cuts of meat like beef steaks. 
Steaks are safe if cooked to 145 F (versus 160 F for 
ground-up meat like hamburgers) since the outside 
will reach a temperature high enough to kill these 
surface bacteria. However, if a steak is poked with a 
fork or knife, these bacteria can be pushed into the 
steak and then the steak 
must be cooked to 160 F, 
the same as hamburger. 
 
Use long-handled tongs to 
handle meat on the grill. 
Use a SEPARATE set of 
tongs for removing 
COOKED meat, poultry 
and seafood from the grill.

Johnny G. Goodman (1909 – 1970) was the last amateur golfer 
to win the U.S. Open, doing so in 1933; he also won the U.S. 
Amateur Championship in 1937.  Goodman was born in South 
Omaha, Nebraska in 1909, to Lithuanian immigrants.  He grew up 
in the Burlington Road Neighborhood at 4128 S. 36th Street, and 
his wife grew up at 3973 H St.   He was orphaned at the age of 14.  
Goodman found work caddying at the Omaha Field Club.  
Goodman©s first hint of greatness to his victory in the Omaha 
caddy championship.  The same year, playing with cast-off clubs, 
he won the city title.  He won the Omaha city championship in 
1925; four years later, he won the first of three consecutive 
Nebraska Amateur titles. 

He rode a grubby mail train to the 1929 U.S. Amateur tournament 
at Pebble Beach.  Four years later, Goodman won the U.S. Open 
against a field that included Walter Hagen, Gene Sarazen and 
Tommy Armour. In 1937, Goodman won the U.S. Amateur. No 
one since has won both tournaments, and no other amateur has 
won the U.S. Open. 

Goodman did not turn professional until 1960; he supported 
himself throughout his career by selling insurance. There is a golf 
course in Omaha named after him. 

Senator Preister has introduced a resolution to the Legislation to 
salute Johnny Goodman during the week of Aug 20-26, 2007 as 
one of Nebraska’s greatest golfers.
