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In the last two years or so, | have been involved with the Omaha Lead Site
Community Advisory Group (CAG). What started me on a long task of advocating for
the safety of all Omaha children was the 35th and L Street contaminated lead staging
site. Lead isfound in soil, paint and many other products and has been found to cause
many health problems including mental and physical growth for children especialy for
those under six. They can be exposed by eating lead-based paint chips or playing in
contaminated soil. It has been known to cause severe brain and kidney damage, then
causing death in some. Pregnant women with high levels of lead can cause
miscarriages. It can damage the nervous system, kidneys, reproductive system and
could cause weakness in fingers, wrists or ankles. Also, lead canincrease blood
pressure particularly in middle aged and older people and can cause anemia. The South
and North Omaha areas according to Douglas County per Zip Codes are known to have
higher blood lead levels in children because of older homes. CAG members come
together to bring public awareness and help change policies for Omaha. Omaha is the
largest Lead Clean Up in the USA and so far we know that in Douglas County 38% of
the children have been tested for lead and 92% live in the area with contaminated soil
and older houses. Over 31,000 yards have been tested but 9000 still need to be.  Has
Yours?
This is not to scare you but to inform you and for you to take advantage of the free
servicesand efforts that CAG has brought to Omaha on your behaf. One of my
personal concerns is that there are so many products from China and India that have
been recalled because of high doses of lead in them. | have contacted US Senators on
our behalf on these imported items into the United States because our children products
such gardening gloves, jewelry and toys are being recalled every month. | want you all
to be aware and informed and to take action to protect yourself and your loved ones.
One thing we have done in my home is that we have goneto the extreme, by only
buying MADE IN USA products. [t®really an eye opener when you take the time and
see what is actually madeby America. Not only are you buying safety for your
household, you are strengthening our economy and our workforce in America.  Did you
know that all Mandarin Oranges are ALL made in Chinal With so many products that
have been tampered with these past months from China, like dog food and tooth pastes
and our children®toys, we should take the time to buy USA. Some important numbers
to call to have your yard tested, especialy if you have small children 731-3045.

Emergencies can happen anywhere and anytime. It is always wise to be prepared. Here are the final tips (of 30) continued
from our last few newsletters. They will help you and your family becomes better prepared for an emergency.

Preparedness Tip #29
If there is an explosion:
- Take shelter against your desk or a sturdy table.
Exit the building immediately.
Do not use elevators.
Check for fire and other hazards.
Take your emergency supply kit if time alows.
If thereisafire
- Exit the building immediately.
If there is smoke, crawl under the smoke to the nearest exit and use a cloth, if possible, to cover your nose and mouth.
Use the back of your hand to feel the upper, lower, and middle parts of closed doors.
If the door is not hot, brace yourself against it and open slowly.
If the door is hot, do not open it. Look for another way oui.
Do not use elevators.
If your clothes catch on fire, stop-drop-and-roll to put out the fire. Do not run.
If you are at home, go to your previoudy designated outside meeting place.
Account for your family members and carefully supervise small children.
GET OUT and STAY OUT. Never go back into a burning building. Call 9-1-1 or your local emergency number.
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Preparedness Tip #30

Unlike an explosion, a biological attack may or may not be immediately obvious. Most likely local health care workers will
report a pattern of unusual illness or a wave of sick people seeking medical attention. The best source of information will be
radio or television reports. Understand that some biological agents, such as anthrax, do not cause contagious diseases. Others,
like the smallpox virus, can result in diseases you can catch from other people. In the event of a biological attack, public
health officials may not immediately be able to provide information on what you should do. It will take time to determine
exactly what the illness is, how it should be treated, and who may have been exposed. You should watch TV, listen to the
radio, or check the Internet for official news including the following:
