The Field Club Trail is a wonderful
walking and biking trail that wanders through the residential
area just north of BRNA.

The Field Club Trail’s south end will extend from
Vinton Street — going under 1-80 and then westward under
the 42™ and D Street bridge. It will then go west, past 60"
Street and over the rail road tracks, to connect with the
Keystone Trail.

A landfill project is proposed for the land east of Dahlman and at about B Street. A large crater exists there after the state
built a new railroad bridge and changed Dahlman’s path as it leads to 32™ Street. Sam Murante came to BRNA's January
meeting to discuss the project. Some of BRNA members voiced concerns — mainly about truck traffic. They don't want
trucks taking “F" Street to get to the landfill.  Since the interstate will be going through major construction starting this
summer, trucks may need to use different routes.  The landfill will be open not only to businesses, but to the public and that
may cause more traffic.

Following the meeting, Sam also sent the following letter to BRNA.

To: All Membersof the Burlington Railroad Neighborhood Association

| wanted to inform you that the 3701 Dahiman Ave. Landfill will be on the City of Omaha Council

Agenda on the 13" of February. | respect your position as property owners in the neighborhood and will consider any request
that you might have so that we can be good neighbors to each other. | have attempted to address each and every concern that
you have and will continue to do so. | welcome your attendance at that meeting no matter if you are for or against. Your
homes are zoned residential and my property is zoned Heavy Industrial and the two areas are relatively close to each other at
about 1,000 feet. In the application process, | was requested to notify those neighbors within 300 feet and although you are
much farther than that, | am also notifying you since | am concerned about your issues as well.

After meeting with the BRNA on four or five occasions, | wanted to summarize the results of those meetings and the content
of the conversations and issues discussed.

OVERVIEW: Mysdf and Tom Paltani will be asking the City Council to approve our application for alandfill. We have the
approval from the City Planning Department, the Public Works Department and the Douglas County Health and now need the
approval from the City Council. The previous City Council has previoudy approved a special use permit to allow alandfill on
this property. | have checked the record with the Douglas County Health Department and was informed that no complaints
had been filed with there department and that a report would be sent from Reid Steinkraus to Gary Gernandt stating such.

This property had been previously operated as a landfill and it is our intention to fill the large depression and then use the
property as a storage area. The property is zoned Heavy Industrial and under that zoning classification it can be used for
heavy industrial purposes such as arock crushing operation like the one across the street or arendering plant like the one next
door or ahide treatment plant for a packing house without any special permits or City or County approvals.

Paltani and Murante have spent three (3) years cleaning up the site under the supervision of the Nebraska Department of
Environmental Quality. When | first became involved in South Omaha 15 years ago with my uncle Ed Dale | assisted in the
development of the old 100,000 square foot Phillips Department store and home of Designer Blinds which was the beginning
of the clean up of South Omaha. Designer Blinds has since moved to west Omaha but that space is how 100% occupied with
business activity. The three problem bars on South 24™ we purchased and closed and are now active business locations. The
South Omaha City Hall building that only had two bidders with the RFP from the City is now remodeled and 100% occupied.
The Sutherland Lumber building that no one wanted since it was “down wind” from the Packing house industry and the
railroad tracks is will soon be the home of a National Grocery chain and a new pizza restaurant and a dentist and a Dollar Tree
retail store and Fastena location who sells tools and construction equipment. My success rate in the past has been 100% and
it will be 100% on this project also.

NEIGHBORS | am sensitive to the needs of the adjacent neighbors and have the approval of those neighbors who are in
close proximity to the landfill. The closest property is a neighbor tavern and whose support we have. Directly across the
railroad tracks from the landfill is a group of extremely well maintained homes. There are fourteen homes in this pocket area
and who are 350 to 500 feet away from the proposed landfill. We have the support of 100% of those homeowners in the
Burlington Railroad Neighbor Association area. We have verbal support and a commitment for written support to present to
the City Council.

TRUCK TRAFFIC Thereisaconcern that if | am granted a permit for alandfill that it will increase truck traffic on those
streets in front of your homes and along F Street. It is not legal for heavy truck traffic along F Street. The concern is for pick
up trucks taking stuff to the Landfill. We put in our proposal an estimate of 5 to 7 trucks per day and not a lot compared to
over 100 every day going to the concrete recycling plant across the road. A reguest was made at one of the meetings to
exclude pick up trucks and | responded that | did not want to do that since | really didn’t think that pick up trucks would be a
problem but if they were we would be willing to consider there termination. Please keep in mind that there is atransfer station
for construction and demolition debris at approx 60" and Q. Large truck traffic along F street is not alowed by law and F
street is posted.

FIRES The fires at the landfill have been extinguished and a plan has been established to eliminate future fires since there
was no planin placein all of the prior years.

TREES | have agreed to plant trees along the entire front of the property in an effort to shield the property but keep in mind
that thereis a solid wooden fence that now shields the property from visibility. It was our intention to landscape the property

STORAGE AREA | did make a commitment also that | would offer to the homeowners association the use of a small
storage area should we decide to construct smaller storage buildings. It is our first choice to develop the property as surface
storage and add buildings based upon market demand.

| have sent to you previous email messages requesting exactly what you want other than those items mentioned above. | want
the project to be a success and am open to any suggestion and am always willing to consider your position. Also | found out
that the reason the depression is so large is that the previous owner harvested 1000's of cubic yards of dirt and sold it to the
State of Nebraska for road construction.

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Burlington Road Neighborhood
Association has been riddled
with complaints by taxpayers in
thearea. The problem has been
years of semi-trucks coming
through our residentia area
west of Dahlman Avenue to
42™ Street. (About ten per day
on F Street.) Most are coming
from 42™ and going to Dahlman
Ave. Homes on F Street are
shaking. It seems to go on 24/7. F Street from 42™ to
Dahlman has a 6 ton limit and is not atruck route.

There are signs posted at 42™ Street and at Dahlman. But
many residents say the signs are too small or not highly
visible.

BRNA contacted the following people. Here are their
responses:

Senator Priester says that he has also heard the complaints
from residents. “Since F Street is not a state highway, it
likely is not patrolled much by state police. They just don't
have the personnel to be everywhere. City police are aso
understaffed and have higher priority calls to attend, so these
traffic issues are not able to be fully addressed.” The senator
believes that if residents see violations, and get license or
DOT numbers, they can file a complaint with the police.
This needs to be confirmed by OPD.

Omaha Police Capt. Martinez has issued a specia attention
for SE Precinct for amonth on F Street.

Larry A. Johnson, President of Nebraska Trucking
Association states, “I'm confident that if the trucking
industry is using F Street as a shortcut to get to ther
terminals/office locations in that area, | can work with the
industry folks in that neighborhood to get the word to those
drivers that are doing it. We can do an industry awareness
campaign via personal contact and our weekly/monthly
communications pieces to help educate them on the problem.
As with the cattle spills, education and prevention seem to
be more productive when compared to committing resources
to 24 hour enforcement to write tickets. However, I'm
somewhat familiar with that area and I'm not certain that
large trucks are restricted on F Street from 42™ Street to
Dahlman. (Capt. Schwarten or Martinez do you know?) |
have a concern that, as | recall there a number of trucking
related or large truck dependent businesses in that area that

need to have aroute to get in there. I'll try to get over there
to make sure that trucks have some way of getting in there
for their deliveries and or parking/maintenance at their
terminas. Many of them like WN Morehouse Trucking
have been back there for many generations and would be
difficult to displace. If F street is not restricted, is there a
preferred route that the neighbors would like industry to
use?’

Lt. Gerry Krolikowski, Nebraska State Patrol says, “That
such described situations — a vehicle in violation of a posted
weight limit on a street — our only recourse is to issue a
citation. The preset fine amount for such a violation is in
fact $25.00, plus court cost. While on the surface it may
appear that the amount of fine is low, when compared to
penalties for specific weight statutes, | think it is important
to redize that such an offense is considered a moving
violation, with the Driver's License being influenced by one
point with the offense being noted on driver's license
abstract. We often get calls from such people, complaining
about it having such an influence and their insurance rates
being affected. In most such incidents, such a violation is
also noted on an inspection report, which in the long run will
influence the Carrier’ s (company’s) Safety Profile.”

Councilman Gernandt is checking with the city to see if
larger signs can be posted. He also checked into the laws.
He sates. “The weight issue has two separate laws
involved. Thereisastate law providing maximum permitted
weights for certain vehicles, and the fines increase
substantialy based on the amount of excess weight. Thisis
seldom used on residential streets, and is enforced by the
State Patrol Carrier Enforcement Division. This does not
seem to apply here. This is more a case involving
inappropriate use of the city streets by trucks. There are two
laws involved. One is the requirement under the city
ordinance that trucks use designated truck routes. |Is F Street
part of a truck route? If not, the trucks can be ticketed.
Second, the ordinances prohibit vehicles over 6 tons licensed
gross weight. These violations have a potential fine of $500,
and even 6 monthsin jail. Thereis no minimum, so the fine
is generally very small. It would be a simple matter to
change 36-276 to include a minimum fine. That, coupled
with some special enforcement in the area, should solve the
problem.”

We in BRNA hope this will solve the problem now and in
the future. Dahlman Avenue and F Street east of Dahlman
should be the preferred route for trucks.  Thank you to all
who responded to our requests.



BRNA has been an active participate in getting the air
monitoring devise installed in South Omaha.  We have many
industrial companies in our area and feel a monitor is needed
close to the source so that the residents can feel more secure
knowing their air is healthy. The 68107 area is recognized as
having a higher rate of childhood asthma. The following are
some responses to our inquiries.

In April, 2006, the DCHD was asked by the BRNA
Association to place a PM10 monitor in South Omaha. It was
agreed by the DCHD and BRNA Association that a PM10
monitor would be maintained at the OFD at 25" & “L” St. for
a period of 6 months with an end date of December 31, 2006.
On May 17, 2006, PM 10 monitoring began at 25" & “L” St.
and as of December 31, 2006, all PM10 datais well below the
daily (150ug/M3) and vyearly (50ug/m3) average
concentrations. The average reading is consistent with other
PM 10 monitors.

The BRNA Association has since requested that the
DCHD continue the PM10 monitoring at 25" & “L” St. The
DCHD has agreed to continue this monitoring until May 17,
2007 which would give us a continuous year of data
encompassing the four seasons. At that time, the data will be
re-evaluated.

The South Omaha area is also currently monitored by the
two PM2.5 monitors located at 4102 Woolworth. This is a
result of the modeling that was conducted by the EPA and
NDEQ. More support for South Omaha could be coming by
2011 with the implementation of the core site at 41% and
Woolworth. A core site is an EPA comprehensive monitor
station, which contains multiple types of air and weather
monitoring equipment. The core site will contain monitors
for carbon monoxide, ozone, sulfur and nitrogen oxides, fine
particulates, a meteorological station, and a couple of
different kinds of speciation monitors. South Omaha will
benefit greatly from the core site aslong as Omaha s declared
the core site. If anyone has any further questions, please
contact Doug Clark from the Douglas County Health
Department at 444-7485.

This is after the fact of
developers building. | wonder — once an area is stamped
blighted by the City Council, can that decision be turned
around? | guess that's why they hold public meetings before
they vote.
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Many areas in Omaha have a
Neighborhood Watch program
installed. It consists of volunteer
neighbors driving around their
areas, keeping a look-out for any
suspicious activity.

Ofelia Robles from the
Omaha Police Southeast Precinct
came to BRNA’s January meeting
to speak about the vauable
program. She said there are only three requirements for the
program to start on your block.

1. There must be a block captain (or two co-

captains).

2. Theremust be 50% participation by neighbors.

3. Neighbors must meet one or more times during

theyear.

Ofelia also gave some cautionary advice. She said to get
to know your neighbors. If your neighbors know you, they
make excellent “watchers’. They will notice if something is
amiss. Importantly, if you are taking a trip, tell a trusted
neighbor, and make sure the paper and mail are picked up.

BRNA currently only has one watch area. It is
located near Pulaski Park. Look for the sign!  Hopefully,
there will be more in the future!  We all need to keep an eye
out for each other.

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The Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry (ATSDR) has completed a hedth consultation for the former
Western Mineral Products site at 3520 | Street in Omaha, Nebraska. The evaluation focused on ways that people could have
been or may be exposed to asbestos from vermiculite processed at this site from the 1940s to 1989. We encour age for mer
workers and household members (people who lived with them, including children) to learn more about asbestos and
to see a physician with expertise in asbestosrelated lung disease. People who worked at the Western Mineral
Products plant in Omaha when it processed vermiculite were exposed to asbestos levels that exceeded workplace
health standards. Household contacts (people who lived with the former worker s) wer e also exposed to fiberscarried
home on workers' hair and clothing.

The building was cleaned, and testing showed no detectable asbestos fibers when the Western Mineral Products plant was
sold. On the basis of this information, current workers are not being exposed to asbestos. People who lived and worked
around the site are unlikely to be exposed to asbestos from the site. The former processing buildings are currently occupied
by a gutter company and an archery club.
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Emergencies can happen anywhere and anytime. It is always wise to be prepared. Here are five of 30
tips to help you and your family becomes better prepared for an emergency. The rest of the “Tips” will be
in future issues of the BRNA newsletter.

Preparedness Tip #1

Take amoment to imagine that there is an emergency, like afire in your home, and you need to
leave quickly. What are the best escape routes from your home? Find at least two ways out of
each room. Now, write it down — you’ ve got the beginning of a plan.

Preparedness Tip #2

Pick a place to meet after a disaster. Designate two meeting places. Choose one right outside
your home, in case of a sudden household emergency, such as a fire. The second place you
choose needs to be outside your neighborhood, in the event that it is not safe to stay near or
return to your home.

Preparedness Tip #3

Choose an emergency contact person outside your area because it may be easier to call long distance than locally after a
local/regional disaster. Take a minute now to call or e-mail an out-of-town friend or family member to ask him or her to be
your family’ s designated contact in the event of an emergency. Be sure to share the contact’ s phone number with everyone in
the family. During an emergency, you can call your contact who can share with other family members where you are; how you
are doing; and how to get in contact with you.

Preparedness Tip #4

In case of an Complete an emergency contact card and make copies for each member of your family to carry with
emergency call. . . . them at all times. Be sure to include an out-of-town contact on your contact card. It may be easier to
reach someone out of town if local phone lines are out of service or overloaded. Y ou should aso have at
least one traditionally wired landline phone, as cordless or cellular phones may not work in an

emergency.

Preparedness Tip #5

Dogs may be man’s best friend, but due to heath regulations, most emergency shelters cannot house .
animals. Find out in advance how to care for your pets and working animals when disaster strikes. Pets

should not be left behind, but could be taken to a veterinary office, family member’'s home or animal

shelter during an emergency. Also be sure to store extra food and water for pets. For more information,

visit the Anima Safety section on www.redcross.org or visit the Humane Society Web site at

Wwww.hsus.org.
