LBS of Gas Ammoniawas released, NO Liquid. He said thisammonia
is like a good floor cleaning ammonia and water is the best cure,
because ammonia s attracted to water. It all dissipated quickly and the
smell stayed within the building.

Mr. Patton alsosaid that US Cold Storage is looking at possibly
moving from this area because their facility is around 56 years old and
they need more air space. The building that they are currently in
isapprox. 20 feet tall and the newer ones are 45 feet tall and more
modern. | asked what will be done with this old building structure?

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Douglas County Attorney Donald Kleine with his aunts.

Douglas County Attorney Donald Kleine spoke at BRNA's July
meeting. A surprise greeted him as he entered the hall. His aunts were
a so attending the meeting! It became a mini-family reunion for him.

The County Attorney is considered the top law enforcement official in
Douglas County. He is responsible for the criminal prosecution of all
felony crimes that occur within the jurisdiction of Douglas County. The
office also performs a number of other duties as defined by Nebraska
State Statues. Mr. Kleine stated that his office is very busy. It
employs 50 lawyers and 50 support workers. Twelve of these lawyers
handle the juvenile cases. In total, they deal with about 3500 felony
cases each year.

Identity theft is becoming a major problem. Mr. Kleine said that we
need to protect ourselves. Never give out your social security number
on the phone, shred credit card checks and bank records, be careful
with email and phone solicitations and always be on the alert.

He also discussed the gang and graffiti problems in our city. Some
want graffiti to be a felony. Mr. Kleine thought that if it is gang
related, that may be an option.  He said that criminals are getting
younger — 11, 14 & 16 years old are getting involved with guns.
Parents need to be made more accountable.

Mr. Klein seemed proud of the prosecution outcomes his office has
handled. Some of judge's sentences have been disappointing to him.
For example — Roy Ellis had ten felony arrests prior to his killing of
Amber Harris. He should not have had the opportunity to do what he
did. He should have beenin prison.

Driving Under the Influence (DUI) laws have changes significantly lately and will be
changing again as of January 1, 20009.

For the past few years, a person was under the influence of alcohol if they had a
blood alcohol content of .08 of higher while in the physical control of a vehicle.
However, recently steeper penalties have been added for those who have a blood alcohol
content of. 15 or higher.

To be arrested for DUI, a person may be pulled over for any traffic offense,
however dlight, and, if the officer detects the presents of alcohol he may continue his
investigation into whether or not the driver is under the influence. Continued
investigation into alcohal intoxication includes the conducting of field sobriety tests
which may include the horizontal gaze and nystagmus, 9 step walk and turn, Rhomberg
balance, alphabet, count backwards and a preliminary breath test, to name a few. Once
an individua "shows impairment" on some or all the test, the officer will place the
person under arrest for suspicion of DUI. The person is then transported to the police
station where, after a 15 minute wait is given another breath test. If on thistest the person
tests over .08, they will be arrested for driving under the influence of acohal. If they test
over .15 their arrest may be enhanced to an "aggravated” DUI.

The possible punishment for a standard

DUI is 7 to 60 days in jail, $400.00 fine and a six months loss of your license. If
you get probation, the punishment consists of no mandatory jail time, $400.00 fine and a
60 day loss of your license, however, if you are convicted of an aggravated DUI, first
offense penalties also include a $500.00 fine, 24 hours confinement in jail or 120 hours
of community service and a one year loss of your license. Even though its may be a first
offence, if it is aggravated, the punishment includesjail time.

After January 1, 2009, LB 37 will become operative. This new law sets up provi-
sions for a Ignition Interlock Permit (I11P) which will allow a person convicted of a DUI
that has a suspended license to obtain a limited permit to drive while on suspension. If a
person is put on probation and obtains an 1P permit to drive, no points will be assessed.
This is a good thing since once a person has 12 points assessed against them they will
lose their license and, a DUI conviction would otherwise result in a 6 points assessment.
So there is a double benefit to having an 1P permit, 1) the ability to drive and 2) no
points assessed. If a person gets convicted of a DUI now, before LB 37 goes into effect,
they may still be able to get an interlock devise in their vehicle which would allow them
to drive while on suspension and avoid the points assessment. But you need to consult
with your attorney to know for sure and KNOW YOUR RIGHTS.

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- For stickers on glass use vegetable ail.

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To clean upholstery in your car, use soapy water and amild brush and
vacuum up the water with aWet-Vac.

Use Q-tips to clean the air vents and nooksin acar. You can also use
makeup brushes and toothpicks to clean the small hard to reach areas.
Clean your dashboard and vinyl in the car with furniture polish and a
soft cloth. Buy lint-free mechanics rags to use to dust with.

Use pet stain cleaner to remove nasty odors from your car® carpeting.
Spray room fragrance in your car after you clean it to make it smell
nice.

Got a scratch on your car. Cover it with amatching crayon. Find a
crayon the same color as your car and rub the crayon over the scratched
place. Buff off any wax residue with a soft cloth. Thiswill even work
on keyed scratches.

Pour a bottle of club soda on your windshield to cut grease and grime.
Squeegee it off.

If your wiper blades are dull, you can sharpen both sides with an emery
board.
