He restated the SOETF purpose: to identify area environmental problems, then implement corrective
solutions to them in a spirit of voluntary cooperation with business, residents, and government.

TRUCK COMPLIANCE Carrier Enforcement Officer_Myron Bell reported on the joint compliance check with OPD
in June. Four fines were issued for manure spills and continued patrolling of the area is being done. Another area
compliance check is set for 8/23/08. Don thanked Myron for all of the NSP’s help in addressing the problem.

AIR QUALITY Mike Arends, Omaha Public Works, reported five odor complaints since the last meeting. There

was one other complaint related to the Dahlman Ave area. All were checked. Recent storms helped flush out the

sewers, but also caused overload to the sewer system. The recent storms also cut power that affected the odor
control systems. He reported that the cost of the chemicals they use has skyrocketed. He also advised that there
is limited information about MRTP on the city web site.

- Mike Musgrave, Darling Int’l, had three inquiries from Air Quality regarding complaints, but said they had no
system upsets. He advised that their two foggers attack ammonia in the air to reduce, not mask, odors.

- Angelo Fili, Greater Omaha Packing, reported no odor complaints or problems.

- Al Tegtmeier, XL 4 Star, was accompanied by Bob Hensley, who moved here from Kansas. Bob likes the job of
rendering manager, and living in Omaha. The company has upgraded its odor controls, installed new doors and
seals, trimmed trees, and they also have employees regularly remove litter and wash the streets. They will be
replacing the road on their site.

- Chester Black, Omaha Air Quality, reported receiving 26 odor complaints since April. He did advised that
humidity and rain affect odors. He also advised that when complaints come in, they email all industries in the
area and then follow up with them. He and his staff did a presentation and answered questions for BRNA. They
continue to monitor weekly hydrogen sulfide levels at various area locations. The levels were highest in 2000 and
have lowered since then. Sue Bednarz asked that more proactive, preventative measures be enacted. She
stated she believed it was unfair that residents continue to be burdened with industry problems.

. A request was made for odor signage on Vinton Street between 36™ and 32™ Ave. Councilman Gernandt will
make follow up on this request.

- Doug Clark, Douglas County Health Department, said they had received no complaints. The PM-10 data is still
within allowed limits and regular data collection is still being done. He stated a meeting is being held in Lincoln
today that will detail EPA and NDEQ upgrades and progress.

Graffiti Chuck Casanova, Perkins Properties, said graffiti was still a problem for them. All efforts to address the
problem are appreciated, but more needs to be done.

Debra Grotelueschen, Southside Auto, reported dumping problems, and the creative solution her husband used to
solve the problem. There were no reports from Nebraska Beef, the City Prosecutor, American Labs, the Mayor’s
Office, Street Maintenance, or Univar.
