On Feb 16, four BRNA Board Members showed up at St Francis of Assisi to hold a Free
Toy Test for Lead for the community. We also partnered with Douglas County and ATC
Associates who brought out a new testing gun. There were eight Families that came with a
total of 45 toys and items tested. What concerns me most is that we put out notices
throughout South Omaha and the newspaper, but only 8 families showed. For the second
time with a different gun, we tested thosewrist bands again from The Amazing Pizza
Machine. Instead of 2000 it was 1851, still way over the 600 parts per million that the
federa government voluntary safety standard is. | did receive letters from them stating that
their toys were all tested and are ok, but this second test makes me feel very uncomfortable
for children wearing their wrist bands, especially those under 6 that may stick these bandsin
their mouth. | wish they would do their own testing to be sure for our children in Omaha. |
will call them again this week to let them know the 2nd findings. Their pirates did test for
the second time at 1218 ppm.

Other products that shocked us was a NingaTurtle Book Bag with a 602 part per million,
Foam Flip Flops bought at Gordmans with a 565 parts per million, a large T-Rex Dinosaur
579ppm, a plastic women purse (look a like) 1892 knock off or add 77 ppm. Many of the
toys tested under 77 ppm, but their isno safe number. Zero is the most safe number and
we®@e never seen that in any of thesetest. Again Lead can be absorbed through the skin, and
is transferred through the blood stream and can cause a child to become very sick and in
some cases, some have died. That® why | have contacted a few other organizations that
work to protect children from lead poisoning, and am waiting to hear from them. They may
have other ideas on how to get more parents out to these free testings. | know we have more
concerned parents out there, maybe we just needed more time.

Also, Robert Field, EPA Region 7 wrote me and said " | am not aware that EPA has
standards for toys -- since they are consumer products, | believe that the appropriate agency
to consider standards is the Consumer Product Safety Commission” and "L ead-contaminated
toys are certainly a very serious concern and absolutely must be controlled to eliminate this
important exposure source. My point was that EPA does not have programs, regulations, or
the statutory authority to take direct action to control lead-contaminated toys. Congress
vested that authority with the Consumer Products Safety Commission. | have attached the
federa regulations that assign this authority to the CPSC in both Word and Wordperfect.
EPA is obviously concerned about any source of lead exposure, including toys, and is
committed to work with other agencies and organizations to find funding and mechanisms to
address |ead exposure sources that are outside EPA®authority. My question had more to do
with characterizing the 6 ppm standard as an EPA standard, rather that a CPSC standard.
Hope this clarifies my earlier message”.

Following up on the citizen complaint regarding increased traffic on
"F" Street from 42nd to Dahlman, | had our staff take new counts at
both intersections. The counts indicated an increase in traffic of
approximately 20% overal at the intersection of 42nd & "F" with a
dlightly higher increase on "F" east of the intersection”. We checked
the signal warrants at the intersection of Dahlman with "F" and they
are not met so the four-way stop will remain in place. One of the
Issues we were able to address was that of trucks. As thisis not a
designated truck route, we have ordered signing for "No trucks over
6 tons' on that stretch of "F" Street. | have been in contact with Sgt.
Kister (#1143) at the OPD SE precinct about additional enforcement
when the new signs go up. This should help change the behavior of
truck drivers using this route as they can use "L" and come up from
the south into the area without getting into trouble. We will continue
to monitor traffic and volume demands in this area and make changes
as they become warranted.

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Do you belong to a Neighborhood Watch Group? Is
it active? When was your last meeting? Does it need to
be revitalized?

March is the month we encourage you to start a
Neighborhood Watch Group, if you don’t have one on
your block. Why? To meet the people on your block,
and discuss any crime problems that have occurred
recently in your neighborhood.

You may also want to invite the Crime Prevention
Speciaist (CPS) in your Precinct to the meeting. (NW
Precinct - Bridget Fitzpatrick, 444-6478; NE Precinct -
Stacy Henry, 444-3367; SE Precinct - Ofelia Robles,
444-7743; SW Precinct - Pam Ehrhart, 444-7928. If
you're not sure which Precinct you live in, cal one of
the CPSs and she will help you.)

The CPS can bring handouts on crime prevention
topics to your meeting, and suggest ways to work with
the police department. She can tell you the kind of
information the officers need to solve crimes, and make
your block safer.

For Captains of existing Neighborhood Watch
Groups, we have crime prevention materials at our
Community Resource Center, 10245 Wiesman Dr., that
you can pick-up for your meeting. The CRC is open
Monday through Friday, from 9:00AM to 3:00PM.
Materials may also be obtained from your CPS.

Materials include information on “When to Call
911, “Where to Cal for Help on Neghborhood
Problems,” “Safety Tips,” “Crime Prevention
Programs,” “How to Prevent Your Vehicle from Being
Stolen,” “Theft from Vehicles,” “Home Security,”
“What to Do if You are Stopped by a Police Officer,”
“Beat the Burglar,” and many more.

We currently have 872 Neighborhood Watch
Groups in Omaha, and continue to grow.

From Omaha Fire Department
Thought Spring isin the air, always remember these hints:

* Make sure wood stoves are properly instaled, away
from combustible surfaces, have the proper floor support
and adequate ventilation. Never use flammable liquids
(such as gasoline) to start or accelerate afire.

» Make sure your space heaters have an emergency shut
off in case they tip over. Kerosene heaters are not
permitted in many areas. ONLY use the fue
recommended by the manufacturer. Never refill a space
heater while it is operating or still hot. Refuel outside,
away from the house.

« Have your furnace and chimney professionally
inspected annually, and cleaned if necessary. Chimney
tar build-up is a common cause of chimney fires.

» Use aglass or metal screen in front of your fireplace to
prevent sparks igniting nearby carpets or furniture.

* Never thaw frozen pipes with a blowtorch or other
open flame.

» Dispose of hot ashes in covered metal containers
placed away from the house.

* Never use the range or oven to heat your home.

« If there is a fire hydrant near your home, keep it clear
of snow for easy access.

* For increased protection, USFA recommends installing
both ionization (detects fast-burning fires) and
photoelectric (detects slow, smoldering fires), or dual
sensor smoke alarms in the home per manufacturers©
installation instructions and applicable codes. Instal a
smoke alarm in each bedroom.

For al of usthat are older, thiswill really bring memories.

For those of you who are younger , it will add some thoughts.
1. You had to wash the clothes line before hanging any clothes, walking the length

of each line with adamp cloth around the line.

2. You had to hang the clothesin a certain order and always hang whites with whites and hang them first.
3. You never hung a shirt by the shoulders, always by the tail... what would the neighbors think?
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Do you have an outdoor area that needs more lighting
to discourage prowlers? You may want to consider the
OPPD Security Lighting Program. It's simple: you don't
have to buy light fixtures, and you only pay for the electric
service. OPPD furnishes, installs, owns and maintains the
security light, which is mounted on a utility pole near your
home. The lights will operate automatically each night from
dusk to dawn.

Claims to Come From the FTC
Email That States It's From
the FTC's* Fraud Department” Has Virus Attached

A bogus email is circulating that says it is from the
Federal Trade Commission, referencing a “complaint” filed
with the FTC against the email’s recipient. The email
includes links and an attachment that download a virus. As
with any suspicious email, the FTC warns recipients not to
click on links within the email and not to open any
attachments.

The spoof email includes a phony sender’'s address,
making it appear the email is from “frauddep@ftc.gov” and
also spoofs the return-path and reply-to fields to hide the
email’ strue origin. While the email includes the FTC sedl, it
has grammatical errors, misspellings, and incorrect syntax.
Recipients should forward the email to spam@uce.gov and
then delete it. Emails sent to that address are kept in the
FTC's spam database to assist with investigations.

Simply opening the email does not appear to cause
harm. However, it is likely that anyone who has opened the
email’s attachment or clicked on the links has downloaded
the virus on their computer, and should run an anti-virus
program. The virus appears to install a “key logger” that
could potentially grab passwords and account numbers.

The FTC works for the consumer to prevent
fraudulent, deceptive, and unfair business practices and
to provide information to help spot, stop, and avoid
them. The FTC enters Internet, telemarketing, identity
theft, and other fraud-related complaints into Consumer
Sentinel, a secure, online database available to more
than 1,600 civil and criminal law enforcement agencies
in the U.S. and abroad.

* Buy some new perennials for your flower border.

In Medieval Europe, eggs were forbidden during Lent. Eggs laid
during that time were often boiled or otherwise preserved. Eggs
were thus a mainstay of Easter meals, and a prized Easter gift for
children and servants.

In addition, eggs have been viewed as symbols of new life and
fertility through the ages. It is believed that for this reason many
ancient cultures, including the Ancient Egyptians, Persians, and
Romans, used eggs during their spring festivals.

Many traditions and practices have formed
around Easter eggs. The coloring of eggsis
an established art, and eggs are often dyed,
painted, and otherwise decorated. Eggs
were also used in various holiday games:
parents would hide eggs for children to find,
and children would roll eggs down hills.
These practices live on in Easter egg hunts
and egg rolls. The most famous egg roll
takes place on the White House lawn every
year.

This year, Easter will be the earliest Easter Sunday usually occurs
in April, but this year, the celebration of Jesus Christ’s resurrection
will take place March 23. That's the earliest Easter Sunday since
1913. Thelast celebration of Easter of 22 March was in 1818 and
the next one will bein 2285.

Easter is a movable feast day like Ash Wednesday and is not
celebrated on the same day like Christmas and Vaentine's Day,
Easter's date is determined by the Lunisolar Caendar, which
dictates dates based on the phases of the moon. In the year 325,
the First Council of Nicaea met and decided that all Christians
would celebrate Easter on the same day. It would be many
centuries before Christians would agree on the proper method for
determining what that day would be. After centuries of wrangling,
the formula which was finally accepted by all is this: Easter is
celebrated on the first Sunday following the first full moon
following the spring equinox.

Hares and rabbits have long been
symbols of fertility. The inclusion of
the hare into Easter customs appears to
have originated in Germany, where
tales were told of an "Easter hare" who
laid eggs for children to find. German immigrants to
America — particularly Pennsylvania - brought the
tradition with them and spread it to a wider public.
They also baked cakes for Easter in the shape of hares,
and may have pioneered the practice of making
chocolate bunnies and eggs.

After their baptisms, early Christians wore white robes
al through Easter week to indicate their new lives.
Those had dready been baptized wore new clothes
instead to symbolize their sharing a new life with Christ.
In Medieval Europe, churchgoers would take a wak
after Easter Mass, led by a crucifix or the Easter candle.
Today these walks endure as Easter Parades. People
show off their spring finery, including lovely bonnets
decorated for spring.

1/2 teaspoon milk
1 1/3 cups flaked coconut
6 ounces white confectioners' coating
DIRECTIONS:
1. In asmall bowl, mix food coloring with milk; add coconut
and mix until evenly tinted; set aside.
2. Melt confectioners' coating over a double boiler or in the
microwave, stirring every 15 to 30 seconds until smooth. Mix
with coconut mixture and place by spoonfuls on waxed
paper. Shape mixture like a bird's nest, making a slight
indentation in the center of each one.
3. Cool completely and decorate by placing candies in the
center of each nest.
