According to one of our studies in 68107 "Reasons for Hospitalizations'
were children with Bronchitis and Asthma. They were higher then all
Nebraska's rates for children 1-9 years old. Some ages for children with
Pneumonia and Pleurisy were high, but what is very concerning to me is
that Seizure and Headaches are very high, more so then Douglas County
and Nebraska put together! Now, finding information about our area is
one thing but when you find something like this and then try to get
someone to take notice and do something about it is another. Yes, we
have a PM10 monitor, is it being watched as closely as it should? |
believe it is not!

Are they afraid to see who is contributing to our
children'silinesses? At this time they are only weighing the PM 10, but |
did get Douglas County to check it from Lead in which it came back
negative, thank God! That's only one hazardous metal maybe there are
more that they could eliminate if they would only check! | have sought
Senator Preister, Senator Nelson and Congressmen Terry on this subject
including the EPA, my suggestion to our readers is to contact them
aso to find asolution for our children.

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- Reheat Pizza - Heat up leftover pizzain a nonstick skillet on top of the
stove, set heat to med-low and heat till warm. This keeps the crust
crispy. No soggy micro pizza.

- Easy Deviled Eggs - Put cooked egg yolksin azip lock bag. Seal, mash
till they are all broken up. Add remainder of ingredients, reseal, keep
mashing it up mixing thoroughly, cut the tip of the baggy, squeeze
mixture into egg. Just throw bag away when done easy clean up.

- Reheating Refrigerated Bread - To warm biscuits, pancakes, or muffins
that were refrigerated, place them in a microwave with a cup of water.
The increased moisture will keep the food moist and help it reheat faster.

- Newspaper Weeds Away - Start putting in your plants, work the
nutrientsin your soil. Wet newspapers put layers around the plants
overlapping as you go cover with mulch and forget about weeds. Weeds
will get through some gardening plastic they will not get through wet
newspapers.

- Broken Glass - Use awet cotton ball or Q-tip to pick up the small
shards of glass you can't see easily.

- No More Mosguitoes - Place a dryer sheet in your pocket. It will keep
the mosquitoes away.

- Squirrel Away! - To keep squirrels from eating your plants sprinkle
your plants with cayenne pepper. The cayenne pepper doesn't hurt the
plant and the squirrels won't come near it.

- Flexible Vacuum - To get something out of a heat register or under the
fridge add an empty paper towel roll or empty gift wrap roll to your
vacuum. It can be bent or flattened to get in narrow openings.

- Reducing Static Cling - Pin asmall safety pin to the seam of your dlip
and you will not have a clingy skirt or dress. Same thing works with
dlacks that cling when wearing panty hose. Place pin in seam of dacks
and -- tadal — static is gone.

- Measuring Cups - Before you pour sticky substances into a measuring
cup, fill with hot water. Dump out the hot water, but don't dry cup. Next,
add your ingredient, such as peanut butter, and watch how easily it
comes right out.

- Get Rid of Ants - Put small piles of cornmeal where you see ants. They
ed it, take it "home," can't digest it so it kills them.

The U.S. flag should always be
treated with the utmost car and /k
respect.

1. Always display the flag with the blue union
field up--never display the flag upside down,
except asadistress signal.

2. Always hold the flag carefully--never let it
touch anything beneath it: the ground, the floor,
water or merchandise.

3. Always keep the flag aloft and free--never
carry it flat or horizontally.

4 Always keep the flag clean and safe--never let
it become torn, soiled or damaged.

5. Always dispose of a worn flag properly,
preferably by burning it.

6. Always treat the flag with respect.

Remember that on Memoria Day (the last
Monday in May), hang it to honor all who died
in battle, the flag should be displayed at half-
staff until noon only, then raised to the top of
the staff for the remainder of the day.

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Help your children learn to identify safe people and
placesto runto for help if they fedl threatened — houses,
stores, phones where they can call 9-1-1.

When you need to send someone to pick up your
child, give them the family password. If that person
doesn't use the password, tell your child to yell “No!” and
run and get help, no matter what the person says.

Accompany your child to public bathrooms.

Also, accompany your child into unfamiliar new
places, including a schoolmate's home.

When you cannot accompany your child, find a
buddy for your child to travel with. It'simportant to know
the times and route(s) your child travels to school and
activities.

And please remember to teach your kids the basic rules of
safe adult behavior:

Adults shouldn't ask kids for help.

Adults shouldn't offer treats or tripsto kids without
asking their parents.

Remind children that no one should touch parts of
their body covered by a bathing suit.

Make it afamily rule not to keep secrets. Be sure to
let children know it is ok to “tell.”
