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CSO! Update 
 
May 1, 2009 
  The Combined Sewer Overflow Study Makes A Few Changes 
 
After three years of  engineering study, refinement to assure the viability of solutions and community feedback regarding the unfunded 
federal mandate to reduce the number of combined sewer overflows in the Omaha metro area, the Long Term Control Plan (LTCP) is due 
to be submitted to the state by October 1, 2009.   
 
More than 125 Omahans – business owners, neighborhood leaders, educators and community volunteers – have given their time and 
provided ideas and solutions to the experts to reduce the problem of raw sewage being released into the Missouri River or Papillion Creek 
during wet weather events.   
 
Recently the Community Basin Panel and the Basin Advisory Panels who represent the neighborhoods who make up the ten basins 
directly impacted by the solutions, were briefed on the updated plan.  New areas have been added for proposed sewer separation since the 
fall of 2008.  Among those areas are the removal of creeks from the sewer system at Westlawn Hillcrest and the Bohemian cemetery in the 
Saddle Creek basin and Forest Lawn in the Minne Lusa basin.  When construction is completed there will be an estimated16 miles of new 
sanitary sewers, 61 miles of new storm sewers and 85 miles of existing sewers which will have been rehabilitated.  
 
The proposed deep tunnel has also gone through some changes.  The length of the tunnel has been reduced by nearly half a mile while the 
diameter of the tunnel increased from 12.5 feet to 17 feet. This 
reduces the number drop shafts into the tunnel as well.  
 
Originally, the city thought there would be a need for three high-rate treatment plants to be built as part of the control solutions.  They 
have reduced that number to two; one located at the Saddle Creek outfall emptying into the Papillion Creek and the other to be located 
adjacent to the Missouri River Wastewater Treatment plant.  Two underground storage tanks – one at the Minne Lusa outfall and the other 
near Benson Park have been added to the plan to provide added assistance in reducing basement backups. 
 
In addition to the “gray” solutions – or engineering solutions – several green solutions are part of the project.  Three such solutions are 
either underway or scheduled early in the plan for Miller Park, Benson Park and Spring Lake Park.  An additional dozen projects located 
on public land are also being considered for potential green solutions.  There are three criteria for development of green solutions: it must 
be developed on public land; it must have a quantifiable impact on reducing the flow into the sewer system – in other words contribute to 
the solution, not just be attractive; and it must be cost effective. 
 
This improvement to the city’s water quality does not come cheap.  City officials have estimated the average amount homeowners would 
pay by the year 2017 would be approximately $50.  In fact, a study conducted by Red Oak Consulting, who specializes in utilities’ fees 
and who has consistently worked with the city, confirmed the rates city officials have projected.   
 
Currently, the average residential customer pays about $14 per month for sewer service.  That amount is set to increase by about $1.25 per 
month next year under the current rate plan.  Under a new rate structure, to be considered by the Omaha City Council, those average 
residential rates would rise to $37.23 by 2014.   
 
While much of the work on these infrastructure projects won’t be seen by the general population, there are community enhancements that 
will result from the work, such as trails, educational exhibits, green space, playgrounds and sport courts and fields – funded not as part of 
the CSO program but through matching funds or grants. 
 
Public meetings are scheduled to be held during the summer to obtain additional public input prior to the submission of the final long term 
control plan on October 1, 2009.  For more information visit www.omahacso.com or call the CSO hotline at 402-341-0235.

       As I spoke to you both, I just want to reiterate that the Safety Issue’s are BRNA’s first and foremost important issue.  We want our 
kids and resident safe in the area as well as OPPD, I am sure.  So, here is the list that Virgil (BRNA’s President) and I came up with. 
North Side of #923  “F” Street 
A OPPD sign with a local number, if someone see’s mischief.  Police work on priorities calls and may not be able to come.  OPPD may 
have workers already in the area.    Lines extending down to ground need casings, so small kids won’t try to climb.    Bottoms of fence is 
open for small children to climb under, maybe a 1 foot retaining wall at the bottom will solve it.   Of course, BRNA is always about 
beautification, this side could use some Flowering Pear Trees or Rose of Sharon. Maybe some smaller variety of flowering shrubs like 
Lilac.    A sidewalk would be nice for walkers and children on their way to school.  We are working with owners to work with the city for 
their properties.  Maybe OPPD could do the same. 
East Side of #923  Gravel Road or 35th 

Please partner with the City, they rock 3 times a year but in-between times are crucial.    One of the fence doors is pulled up, small 
children can slip under. 
South Side of #923  “G” Street 
There seems to be proper maintenance and upkeep.  Only one neighbor on this side and there has not been any complaints to BRNA from 
them.  Good Job! 
West Side of #923- Alleyway 
Low lines, above alley, you said they were Cox line.  Will you contact them to bring them higher?     Bottom of Fence in two areas pulled 
up, hazard for children.    Tilted in cement wall is leaning.     Two sunken grass areas near fence line need to be filled and seeded.    
Flooding in alley, OPPD’s neighbors have to drive into these holes every day.  Can you work with the City to fill these holes?  It may be 
causing OPPD’s wall to lean and grass to sink.    Broken and leaning green box near pole.  You mentioned it may belong to Cox; maybe 
see if they can fix it?  This may have fallen because youth may have stood on it to go over your fence.  But, that is just a thought.      The 
total fence is quite old and rusty.  For safety reasons and beautification, a new fence would be a nice thing to have to look at, in the area.  
          This is it!  As we spoke, you mentioned you will try to see if OPPD can work on some of these conditions.  We understand that cost 
is always a problem, but we in this area know that this substation has been here for over 60 years and could use some updating.  If you can 
have a little mercy for our neighborhood, we would appreciate it.

He says there is feces all over and fires at night, every night and is so 
unsanitary to them all.

I have seen a few walking about under the bridge myself, near homes in the 
BRNA area.

Not to forget the businesses having to 
put up with panhandling and breaking into cars. 
  
If there is anything DCHD can do, by going down and checking on these 
people and finding them a place to sleep, it would make them and all others 
involved safer in all aspects. 
  
We have called OFD and he said they will be there if they're hurt but OPD 
will have to take care of clearing it out.   Lt. Janousek at OPD told Virgil 
that she will work with the City on clearing it out, that there was a death 
awhile back, but she thought it was under Q St.  We don't know if it was 
this week or not.  Maybe you can work with the city departments to help 
these people and area.  They have made their home under 36 & L street, 
closer to the Ready Mix Concrete Business.   
  
If DCHD or the City of Omaha Departments do anything to relieve some 
tensions in this area, please let BRNA know.

Mud made the four hours 
harder to clean it out, but they did a great job.  This is 
not the first time that this has happened and it won't be 
the last.  People are living under the Q street bridge 
also, and Rebecca has called that in too.  It is a shame 
that people have to live this way, especially since 
Omaha has places for the homeless to be warm and 
safe.

2 (9 inch) unbaked pie crusts 
 Preheat oven to 425 degrees 
 
 
In a saucepan, combine chicken, carrots, peas, 
and celery.
