American Laboratories Incorporat@ll) is spending approximately $180,710 to installtle& pollution controls at
its East Facility, located at 5036 South 33rd $irée Omaha. The controls are expected to reducésAdmissions of
isopropyl alcohol from the facility by 56 tons pezar. The facility produces pancreatin, an enzyappkement.

According to a federal consent decree Iddge EPA Region 7 and the City of Omaha, since 1929 has allegedly
violated provisions of the federal Clean Air ActelNaska's State Implementation Plan, and relatedsions of Omaha's
Municipal Code, which regulate hazardous air palhts.

ALI, which admits no liability to the UnieStates in the consent decree, also operates aR&esty at 4410 South
102nd Street in Omaha. According to the consemege@LI| has obtained a proper operating perminftbe City of Omaha
for that facility.

The pollution controls installed by ALI &$ East Facility will enable the company to captand recycle isopropyl
alcohol emissions that had been released at fagestof its production process, at a cost saving3 2398 per year. While
improving the air quality in Omaha, the controls akpected to pay for themselves in less than jeass.

In addition to paying $440,000 in civil @dtnes to the United States and the City of Oma#id,has agreed to an air
monitoring program that will require the companystimit monthly reports of air emissions to EPA #relCity of Omaha.
