1 teaspoon ground white or black pepper, or

5 tablespoons butter 
5 tablespoons all-purpose flour

DIRECTIONS:  
1. Combine the potatoes, celery, onion, ham and 

water in a stockpot. Bring to a boil, then cook 
over medium heat until potatoes are tender, 
about 10 to 15 minutes. Stir in the chicken 
bouillon, salt and pepper. 

2. In a separate saucepan, melt butter over 
medium-low heat. Whisk in flour with a fork, 
and cook, stirring constantly until thick, about 
1 minute.

Why do we have winter?    Our earth is approximately 93 
million miles from the sun.  Its orbit is almost circular but 
slightly elliptical.  The earth orbits the Sun at an angle or tilt of 
23.5 degrees.  
    This angle causes some parts of the earth to be farther from 
the sun and some nearer to the sun than others.  
    Winter arrives when that part of the earth is tilted away from 
the sun and the sunlight is forced to enter the atmosphere at an 
angle. In short, light has to traverse more atmosphere before 
reaching the surface.  In this way it is scattered and is less 
intense than it is during summer.
