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40th and G St 
District 64 
            On Monday, May 31, 2010 at 2200 hours, 
Officers responded to a large crowd disturbance at 
Pulaski Park (40th and G St).  Approximately 20 
Sudanese individuals were in the park at the time.  
The group was mostly cooperative and Officers 
HILER and YOUNG cited two individuals for 
alcohol related charges. 
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Another successful Dumpster Day was held on May 22nd. 
Thanks again for all the wonderful volunteers! 
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Jim Thompson spoke at the April South Omaha 
Neighborhood Alliance meeting about the East – 
West Connector Trail. He said that when the NRD 
has done flood control, trails have been put in along 
the waterways, which mostly go North – South in 
this area. They are now working on building east – 
west connector trails.  
Phase 1 of this project is a trail from the Karen 
Western neighborhood to about 45th and Dayton, 2.2 
miles long. 80% of the funding for this project is 
from federal highway funds. These funds have been 
held up due to numerous review processes, so this 
phase is still 2-3 years out.  
Phase 2 of this project is from 45th and Dayton to 
37th and Vinton, 1.6 miles long. The NRD will try to 
pay for this part from their own fund, which 
eliminates the multiple review phases, and will 
enable phase 2 to be constructed before phase 1.    
They are looking at adding a trailhead near the 
McDonalds on 42nd Street or the No Frills on 50th 
Street. A retaining wall would be built near the 
railroad tracks near 42nd Street, and the trail would be 
on the wall. It would use very large stones that don’t 
require maintenance. Eventually, the trail would 
expand through to the Creighton Medical Center and 
the Bob Kerrey Pedestrian Bridge to Iowa by 
connecting to other trails. The new South Omaha 
Bridge will have a bike path and from it you can get 
on a trail that goes up to the Union Pacific Bridge. In 
the future, trails could be built to connect the UP 
Bridge and Heartland of America Park, and the 
South Omaha bridge and Bellevue.

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Sock It To Me Cake  
 
1 (18.25 ounce) package butter cake mix 
1 cup sour cream 
1/2 cup vegetable oil 
1/4 cup white sugar 
1/4 cup water 
4 eggs 
Filling: 
1 cup chopped pecans 
2 tablespoons brown sugar 
2 tablespoons ground cinnamon 
Glaze: 
1 cup confectioners' sugar 
2 tablespoons milk 
 
DIRECTIONS:  
1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees F.  Grease and flour 

one 10-inch tube pan. 
2. In large bowl, blend together cake mix, sour 

cream, oil, 1/4 cup white sugar, water, and eggs. 
Beat at high speed for 2 minutes. Pour 2/3 of the 
batter into prepared tube pan. 

3. Combine pecans, brown sugar, and cinnamon, 
and sprinkle over batter in pan. Spread 
remaining batter evenly over filling mixture. 

4. Bake at 375 degrees F. for 45-55 minutes until 
the cake springs back when touched lightly. 
Cool right-side-up in pan about 25 minutes. 

5. Mix together confectioners' sugar and milk. 
6. Remove cake from pan and drizzle with glaze.
