These complains include but are not limited toyvileg trash in
the park and people's yards, urinating on peogefsibs anc
lawns, taking water from homes without permissiord ahen
leaving the water run after they leave, fighting oagst
themselves, parking in yards and across driveways$ ot
leaving the park when it is closed.

The Officer suggested that we all continue to 8all when we
see any activity that is unlawful and to continwdlicg until
someone responds to the call. He explained ttigeo$ have tq
prioritize calls and said that they can't alwaystgesome of ou
calls as quickly as we would like. He also promiskdt there
would be more enforcement of the laws that areecily not
being enforced and showed good faith by ticketimg of the
players who had parked over the driveway of onethsd
neighbor's home prior to the meeting. We hope #esds g
message to other players, at least in regardetpdtking issues

Virgil and Rebecca also introduced themselves tghtrs who
were not familiar with BRNA and invited everyone #ttend
upcoming meetings and to join the Citizen's Patrol.

While there were no definite solutions, there wasgunication
and hopefully mutual understanding that everyorsetbalo their
part. It has to be a community effort in order fesults to bg
attained. It will also take time and persistence.

So, for the moment, the police will continue to thyeir patrols
around the park, and will enforce the parking, kirig and othef
laws pertaining to the park and it's users.

Neighbors will continue to monitor the park and ithewn
properties and will call 911 when violations occur.

that will turn to mud when it rains. When the
soil dries, a hard crust will form and plants maj
not be able to penetrate the crust.

- Plant when the soil, not just the air, is warm.
- To make the soil more workable, lightly wate

the garden area. This should be done
approximately one hour prior to planting.
Avoid over-watering the area.

- To avoid stressing the plants, planting is best

done during a light rain, after a rain, in late
afternoon, or on a cloudy day.

- Mulching around the plants will keep weeds tf
a minimum, help retain moisture, and keep
roots cool.

- Make certain the garden area drains well as tlhe

plant roots may rot or become disease or ins¢ct
ridden.

- Set plants in the ground at the same depth a$

LB 952 is important for South Omaha because it naahe sales tax on the additional CSO fee, asal al
removes the sales taxes on an infrastructure feesssd by MUD to replace centwig gas and water pipe
The most critical aspect of this legislation istthB 952 will save Omaha-area families and busiegesk325
million in double taxatioron an already costly sewer separation projecivas
proud to fight against this unnecessary doubledaxl, LB 952 passed during th
first round of debate.
